PLAN OF LAND USE IN THE FIRST FIVE YEARS OF THE

BEGINING PERIOD  (2011-2015)

* EVALUATION OF POTENTIAL AND ORIENTATION FOR LAND USE IN LONG-TERM

I. EVALAURION OF LAND POTENTIAL 

Land is one of the basic factors to develop socio-economic branches. The evaluation of the land on the qualitative and quantitative aspect according to suitable capacity of each purpose of using shall be great significances to create the basic for orientation of long-term land use and the economic and reasonable land exploitation. On the contrary, if the potential and the suitable ability of each type of land for purpose of land use is not evaluated correctly, the effectiveness of land use shall be low causing the deterioration of land and serious consequence to ecological environment as well as the existence and development of the society.

Evaluation of land potential means to define the land area suitably to each use purpose based on the natural characteristics for the land and the relationship in socio-economic development.

Land potential is not only the land exploitation of unused land but also the in-depth exploitation of the land under use via the change of land use structure suitable to the orientation for socio-economic development.

1. Land evaluation for serving in agro-forestry production 
Agro-forestry production is tighly close to and depend on many social and natural factors such as the chacteristics of climate and wheather, pedology and agro-chemistry of land, topography, irrigation and drainage capacity, capital and abor and the factor of market and consumable ability as well...

Being a transaction location of the plain and the mountainous region, the province has various types of land, the fertility of the land is not equal as other provinces in the region, so it is hardly to have high yield of production without investment in new varieties and suitable measures of cultivation. Besides, the agricultural land of the province is high pressure of urbanization and industrialization, making affection on pollution by solid watses from daily livind and industry. The agricultural land seems reducing continously year by year, chiefly the land for rice cultivation.

Evaluation of agro-forestry land in Vinh Phuc via the category of land use as follows:

1.1 Land for annual crop transplantation and short-term industrial plants
This is a diversified land use, it may suitable to a large scale, and a favorable condition to develop the cultivaed crops. At present, the land area of agricultural production of the province is around 50,140.45ha (in which the land for rice cutivation is 34,624.13ha) mainly in Vinh Tuong, Yen Lac, Tam Duong and Binh Xuyen districts. But the land shall be narrowed in coming time by the urbanization and Ips development and other fields of socialization.
At present, there are 127ha of raized-level stretch, alluvium, sand dune and sand bank; around 6,167ha of alluvium by the Red River yeraly...These soils are suitable to plant vegetables, short-term industrial trees with high out put (bean, ground nut or mullbery). However, it is impossible to expand those land, so the main direction is to invest in intenssive cultivaton and increase the number of crops and applying the advanced science and technique to increase the prodductivity and quality of products.

1.2 Land potential for perennial tree plantation

There are 8,562.94ha of land for planation of prennial tree, which mainly concentrated in Tam Dao, lap Thach, Song Lo and a part of Phuc Yen town. The plantation is suitable to the yellow-red Feralic on the clay batt, especially in the land having the slop less 200. Attention shall be paid to preservation and investment intensive cultivation during exploitation of such land to promote the land potential for plantation of prennial trees, especially the fruit trees.

1.3 Land potential for forestry development 
Out of the existing foresrt area of 32.574.52ha, foresrty development mainly develops on the unused hilly and mountainous land (at present the province has 1,216.23ha of unused hilly and mountainous land area). The urgent task nown is to cover green on such area, forestry plantation to protect ecological environment, supply raw materials to the paper industry and give jobs to the people, especially the mountainous rural labor.
Directions are: arrange the lower hill to plant forestry in combination with long-term industrial tree plantation, fruit trees and the higher hill to plant the protective forest. Preserve the espcialized forest for purpose of ecological environmental tourism. Attention should be paid to develop the green boundary surrounding the IPs and the new urban zonez for protection and improvement of environment.
1.4 Land potential for development of aquiculture

The land area has now 3,384.16ha, accounting for 2.90% of total natural land area (in which the land for concentrated aquicculture is 479.0ha). In coming time, the province should develop aquiculture in lakes, pomds and use a part of hollow land area for rice cultivation to rear aquatics. It is possible to expand the area of concentrated aquiculture in Vinh Tuong and Yen Lac districts and scater in some other districts.
Based on the potography, land, pedology, hydrography and water sources, it is evaluable to the land potential as per three production zones of agro-forestry and aquiculture as follows:

+ Hilly and mountainous zone: includes lap Thach, Song Lo, Tam Dao, Tam Duong, Binh Xuyen and a portion of Phuc Yen town. This zone develope agro-forestry, aquiculture in the direction of preservation, enrichment of the existing forest; exploit the unused hilly land for agro-forestry production; rehabilitate the lower hilly land for development of farmstead model with forest garden; apply technical measures of intensive cultivation and increase the number of crops of agricultural plants.
+ Midland zone includes Lap Thach, Song Lo, Tam Duong, Binh Xuyen and Phuc Yen town. This zone has low hill with many favorable conditions to develop prennial trees and industrial trees in the direction of commodities production and plantation of the plants with high productivity and economic value.

+ Plain zone includes Vinh Tuong and Yen districts and a part of Tam Duong, Binh Xuyen districts, Phuc Yen town and Vinh Yen city. Tis is a plain zone good conditions for development of agriculture with high intensive cultivation and a key area of rice production of the province. However, it is needful to apply broadly the advanced science and technique; change the structure of cultivated crop and intensive cultivation to yield out the high economic value.  
2. Land potential for development of industry, urban and construction of rural residential area
2.1 Land potential for development of industry

The province has favorable geographical position, topography, land, transportation, water sources and labor to develop industry. The prospect and potential industries develop the article groups being defined as:
- Industry of agro-forestry-aquatics, food processing and refreshment shall locate in Tam Duong and Binh Xuyen districts.

- Consumer products (garment, shoe making and fine art handicraft, electric -electronics, auto, motorbike, mechanic manufacture of machines....) shall be in Phuc yen town and Vinh Yen city.
- Export article production.

- High grade material construction production mostly concentrated in Vinh Yen, Binh Xuyen and Phuc Yen town.
Land potential can meet the demand of industrial development in the province, possible to set up IPs and ICs and the traditional professional villages.

With the moto “All foreign investors invested in Vinh Phuc are Vinh Phuc citizens- the success of the enterprises is the success and the pride of the province”, the province always provide the best conditions for the investors to gain their efficiency of production and business. The province has planned 31 industrial zones (IP) and industrial clusters (IC) to year 2020 with the area of around 7,100ha; priority is given to the industry of manufacture of auto and motorbike; hi-tech electronics; material construction production and light materials, traditional industry in which attention shall be paid to the agricultural and foods product processing; at the same time, develop urban and service in the direction of modern in order to bring Vinh Phuc sooner become a satellite city of Ha Noi Capital.
2.2 land potential for development of urban zone
Since its re-establishment, the urban of the province has been rather developed and widespread, a core of socio-economic development. At present, the urban system of the province includes Vinh Yen City, Phuc Yen town and 12 other towns as Huong canh, Gia Khanh, Thanh Lang, Vinh Tuong, Tu Trung, Tho Tang, Yen Lac, Lap Thach, Hoa Son, Tam Son, Hop Hoa and  Tam Đao. Among them, Vinh Yen city is a center of economy, politics, culture of the province at the urban grade III. The city is convenient position with respect to transportation, water supply and firm geographical structure very convenient to develop the construction of infrastructure, industries of processing, garment and high grade building material production, urban living; Phuc Yen town is the urban grade IV and 12 towns are the urban grade 5.
Land potential for development of urban of the province is very large. The urban development shall follow two main direcions: upgrade the existing urbans and expand and newly construct urbans in the central area of the province and of the districts and urban of the region. 
2.3 Land potential for construction of rural residential area
The rural area occupies a almost of all the natural area of the province. Due to urbanization and industrial development taken place very fast, so the rural area is gradually narrowed. 

It is necessary for the rural residential area to have more study to arrange the reasonable positions and land area in order to combine harmoniously the habits and customs with convenient production and social development. The determination and stabilization of the concentrated residential headquarters, which are  centers of the region is very necessary for providing favorable conditions to construct infrastructure, intensify the industrial activity, small industry and handicraft, trade-service and tourism to develop.

3. Evaluation of potential for tourist development     
Being an old land of Viet Nam with long-aged cultural and historic thickness, with the great potential of natural resources and cultural human, Vinh Phuc has many folk festivals with deep national characters and the cultural and historical vestiges and high value of spirit such as Tay Thien natural beauty spot, Binh Son Tower, Tran Nguyen Han Temple or Dong Dau archaeological Site...a complex of the famous natural beauty as Tam Dao National Forest Park, Ban Long Waterfall, Dai Lai Lake or Lang Ha Lake....

It is about 25km away from the center of Vinh Yen. Tam Dao tourist spot in  Tam Dao range "a holy character of Vietnamese land and river" obstructed the North of Northern Delta with 50km long in the direction of Northwest-Southeast on the three provinces Thai Nguyen, Vinh Phuc and Tuyen Quang. The range has three mountain tops, they are Thien Thi, Thach Ban and Phu Nghia. Tam Dao tourist spot has an imposing landscape and wild climate all the year round.

Tam Dao National Forest Park is a place to enjoy the scenery and also to research science of the tropical and subtropical ecology system on the mountain.

It is about 10km as the crow flies and 25km as for walk from Tam Dao vacation is Tay Thien natural scenery-an old architecture blending with the natural landscape of Tam Dao jungle. Tay Thien a long-aged vestige, natural beauty scenery with the value of many aspects. It is considered as both the architecture complex but with beautiful landscape, charming and rich in cultural and tourist potential attracting tourists from every corner of the country to go there to enjoy the imposing scenery and the talent skill of the human being.      

Truc Lam  Zen monastery in Tay Thien located in the high mountain with its magnificent proportions but still harmonious with the nature.

Dai Lai Lake is in right by foot of Tam Dao range of Ngoc Thanh Commune-Phuc Yen Town, 40km away from Ha Noi and 20km from Noi Bai International Airport by the national highway No.2A through Xuan Hoa.

The province has many attractive vestiges and beauty spots bearing deep the national characters. This is the pride of Vinh Phuc people for the traditional resistances of building and defending the country. and the brilliant culture. Vinh Phuc can take proud of the land with much potential for comprehensive economic development.

II. ORIENTATION FOR LONG-TERM LAND USE 

1. General direction and objectives for socio-economic development for 20 years coming period and following period 

1.1 Direction of socio-economic development
- Develop comprehensively; take fast, effective and sustainable development (including the efficiency of economy, society and environment at sight and long-term) for the basic to increase the community people's living standard.

- The socio-economic development of the province should place it within the relation of the general socio-economic development of the country, North Viet Nam and Ha Noi capital region.

Develop the economy should be done with the reasonable steps in the direction of intensifying industry and develop gradually the service sector to advance the dynamic and effective economy by years 2020. Industrialization must be closely connected with urbanization controlled, orderly and sustainably.

- Intensify to develop in the direction of open door and international integration on the basic of important attachment to exploit the domestic market; increase the internal resources, competition of the economy in the international and domestic markets.

- Economic development must closely be connected with the social development; build up a civilian, democratic society. Attention should be paid to the rural development, the under developed areas to reduce the gap of living standards between the residential areas; make sure for the people to access and come in for the achievement of the development.

- Coordinate the socio-economic development with consolidation of the national defense, political defending, order and social security.   

- Economic development must be connected to environment protection and sustainable development, not only within the provincial territory but also to the neighbor provinces and cities and the region, advancing toward a green, clean city in respect of environment by the late of year 2020 aand early year 2030.

1.2 Objectives of socio-economic development to year 2020
1.2.1 General objective
By 2015, build Vinh Phuc to become a province having enough basic factors of the industrial province. By year 2020, Vinh Phuc shall become an industrial province, one of the centers of industry, services and tourism of the region and of the country; increase the people's living standard; protect sustainably environment; ensure firmly the national defense and security; advance toward to become Vinh Phuc City in the 20s of 21 century.

1.1.2 Specific Objectives 

a. Economic Objectives

- GDP growth rate on an yearly average in the period 2011-2020 shall be 14-15% on year, in which in the period 2011-2015 is 14.0-15.0%; in the period 2016-2020 is 14.0 - 14.5%.

- Create the stronger change of the economic structure in the direction of intensifying fast the industrial sector and tourism; develop the branches with good quality commodities, modern technology and high labor productivity. The economic structure in the period 2011-2015, the weighting of the services sector shall be quickly increased to create the sustainable economic structure and suitable to the provincial potential.  

- The economic structure by 20115 shall be: Industry and construction: 61-62%; Service: 31-32% and Agro-forestry, aquiculture: 6.5-6%. To year 2020, the weighting of services sector shall be 38%; Agro-forestry, aquiculture: 3-4%; and Industry and construction: 581-60%. 

- Average GDP per capita (actual price) in 2010 shall be USD 1,600-1,700, to year 2015 it shall be USD 3,500-4,000 and by 2020 it is USD 6,50-7,000.

- Develop strongly the external economic relations; intensify the export; strive for export values in the period 2011-2020 obtaining 30%, and to year 2020 the export turnover shall be USD 13.5 billion.

- Implement the social investment capital in the period 2011-2015 of VND 140,000-150,000 billion (fixed 94 prices) and in the period 2016-2020 is about VND 280,000-300,000 billion.

b) Social Objectives

- Develop a strong, stable society, in which the human being shall be the first-care object and the subject to ensure the socio-economic development. Make and comprehensively change of the education and training branch; attention is paid to the proper vocational training for the requirement of the socio-economic development of the province. Increase the trained labor by 66% by 2015 and about 75% in 2020.

- Strive for 100% of communes and wards achieving the national standard health.

- Reduce the malnutrition rate of children under five years old by below 5%; reduce the birth rate down to around 0.15% and the population growth rate shall maintain at the level of below 1%/year.

- By 2020, basically, there is no poor family according to the current national standard.

c. Environmental objectives

- Quality of water environment: settle promptly the hot-spots of water source polluted such as (Phan River basin, Dam Vac Lake or Dam Dieu Lake...); the wastewater in the IPs must be treated at the environment standard; complete the water supply system to the inside urban.

- Quality of air environment: Settle promptly the air polluted at the factories, enterprises, chiefly at the steel manufacture factory or aquatics processing factory.

- Quality of land environment: Deal with the polluted points of land; collect and treat the daily living wastes and harmful wastes; implement to classify the waste right from the waste source.

- Increase the area of forest cover by 26.7%.

- Percentage of urban people used drinkable water is 82.5% in 2015 and over 95% by 2020.

- Percentage of people living in the rural used the proper hygiene water is 100% by 2015.

d) Objectives of the security and national defense

Ensure the social and defense safety, reduce at max the social evil; ensure the sustainable environment in the urban and rural, which shall be the ground for socio-economic development.

2. Viewpoint of land use

The scientific, reasonable and effective land exploitation must be represented through the rehabilitation and construction, exploitation at the highest the existing potentials of architecture, technical and social infrastructures established by the course of formation and development of the province. In the agricultural production, the cultivated land area narrowed because of the land change to other purpose, so it is needful to apply the achievement of science and technology to intensify the cultivation crops, change the cultivated crops and domestic animals to ensure the same value or increase the value of the agricultural production.

Due to the natural land is limited, so the use of land must be scientific, reasonable and economic; avoid land waste or uncultivated; ensure to maintain and foster the land quality, avoid loosening the fertile of the land or land egression. What purpose of land to be used and how efficiency of land to be used is a very important matter needed to answer when using the land. In addition, it is necessary to reflect the viewpoint of the natural landscape exploitation with the green tree, water surface and wind direction to create the best living environment toward the human being. Arranging the works should pay attention to the environmental improvement and the organization of ecological environment of the urban. 
Based on the features of natural conditions, economy-society, the actual and trend of land fluctuation, the evaluation of resources, the advantages as well as the forecast of the strategy for comprehensive development of the province to year 2020, the exploitation, use and management of land shall be on the system of viewpoints as follows:

2.1 Exploit the land scientifically and reasonably; use the land economically and effectively  
When using the land, chiefly the land with limited production capacity, the exploitation maximum of natural land and use the land economically, correct purpose, sufficient requirement, effective and sustainable shall be of great significance in the land use.
 For the agricultural production, the most important matter is to finalize the irrigation system to ensure the positive irrigating to and draining off, contributing to the intensive cultivation and increasing the number of crops, change the structure of the cultivated crop and domestic animal.
By limited area while the population and land use demand increases more and more. The expansion and development of the scale is necessary but no to unlimited increase. To create the condition for improvement of life, eating, living and working of the people, it should make full use of and develop according ti the height of space, limit to expand the area contributing to save the land is the only method to settle and implement this issue.

For the rural residential area it should be arranged properly and coordinate harmoniously the habits and practices with the convenience for production and social development. Therefore, it is needful to define and stabilize the locality of the concentrated residential area as the local centers to provide favorable conditions for infrastructure construction, intensify the industrial, handicraft and trade-service activities.
Using the natural land resource must observe the planning and land use plan.
2.2 Change the land use in the direction of industrialization and modernization

When the land is limited, the change of economic structure at sight and a long-term requires the change of land use to be correct, sufficient and reasonable meeting the land demand of the socio-economic development. The demand for development needs the investment in up-gradation, rehabilitation, expansion and development of many works in different fields such as industry, transportation, irrigation or entertainments and relaxation... The demand of the land for these purposes is quite necessary. In coming years, the development of urban zones and the rural residential areas requires rather big land area and mainly use the agro-forestry land; therefore, during the changing progress of land use purpose, it should consider three criteria: economy, society and environment.

2.3 Putting aside a reasonable construction land for development   
During recent years, the province obtained the relative high economic growth rate and the encouraging achievements in all aspects of socio-economic development. The fast speed of urbanization bringing about the population increase and other requirement of life and production increase also make heavy pressure on the provincial infrastructure. Therefore, it must be necessary to arrange a reasonable land area for development of infrastructure, public works and social welfare works to meet the need of people’s life and production. Solve this matter is a hard and complicated problem that requires a correct strategy and a long-term vision. The investment in construction of material bases, socio-economic and technical infrastructure must be completed synchronously before expansion of the urban or setting up the IPs and residential areas.

The works of construction of infrastructure, transportation, water supply and sewerage, power supply, telecom or urban sanitation of the province in the future should base on the viewpoint of rehabilitation, up-gradation and making full use of the existing bases; expand and construct newly and develop step by step in the direction of modernization with a long-term vision, especially to connect closely with the task of national defense-security.

2.4 Enrich and protect land environment for long and stable use   
Exploiting and using the land of the province should closely connect in between the using and the rehabilitating with the purpose of unceasingly increase the fertile  of the land, avoiding recession and abrasion of land, especially the agro-forestry production land by building a sustainable cultivation system. Using land must tightly connect to the environment protection. Wastes from industry or daily living activity must be treated timely avoiding land destroyed and water and air environmental pollution.

In the industry, it is necessary to consider specifically the use of harmful chemistry products such as fertilizer or botanical pesticide...for proper using, avoiding polluting the environment and break the balance of ecology.

In another corner, the provincial economic growth and social progress shall affect strongly on the environment protection both positively and negatively. The environment protection should place in the circumstances of often change of the percentage of the environment structure. It is needful to control and evaluate the changes and set out the solutions to overcome the negative affect and necessary expenditure for the environment protection, equivalent to the environment value increased or reduced brought about by the socio-economic activities.

2.5 Harmoniously coordination between the socio-economic developments with recovering the ecological environment, recreation of natural resources, poly-biography and preservation of natural beauty scenery and promotion of the national cultural characters 
In the course of the socio-economic development shall affect and injure the ecological environment. In the planning of land use, it should calculate and propose the effective measures for the recreation of resources, environment and protection of sustainable natural scenery.
3. Orientation for land use of coming 20 years and the following period
Based on the land potential, the actual and demand of land use of branches and fields and the orientation for land use to year 2020 and farther be defined as follows:
3.1 Agricultural land
 The basic orientation for the agricultural land use:

- Develop a comprehensive and effective agriculture under the direction of poly-culture-ecology-sustainability, which tightly connected with processing industry and market; gradually, build a clean agriculture to serve the provincial requirement, urban, IPs, tourist spots and for export.

- Develop the agriculture in the direction of intensive cultivation and commodities production, close connected to increase the labor productivity; increase the income to narrow the gap of the socio-economic situation between the urban and the rural, between the industrial economy with other economies; ensure the politics stability, intensify the national defense-security of the province.

- Intensify to change the agro-forestry structure of the province to satisfy the ever- growing need of the market both in quantity and quality, firstly to the provincial market; unceasingly increase the competitiveness by promoting the comparative advantages of the Northern economic key region with the big direct market and stable growth, strong economic potential, developed infrastructure, high quality human resources and concentrated science-technique establishments...

- Exploit reasonably and effectively the ecological-natural resources of the province (land, water, climate...), especial attachment should be paid to increase the efficiency of land use, this is a ground for agriculture to grow stably in the trend of the agricultural land to be narrowed in the coming development period.

- During agricultural development, it is necessary to introduce the advanced method of cultivation, the achievement of science and technology into agriculture production in order to meet the requirements of strong change of the production structure in the direction of commodities, safety and sustainable production and protection of ecological environment.

- Invest in rehabilitation of the unused land; coordinate the development of forestry with fruit tree plantation; put aside the agricultural land (rice land) for the purposes of the non-agriculture on the basic of economy, reasonability and food security and safety.

Based on the orientation for development of agriculture of the province in the future, the agricultural land of the province shall be 74,400ha by year 2020 and to 2030 is 71,600ha..

3.1.1 Land for rice transplantation  
To ensure the food security to 2020 and the following years, in the period of planning, it is necessary to invest in intensive cultivation, increase the out put and quality of commodity rice; build area of high yield and good quality; renovate the rice varieties with high yield and quality of commercial rice. Using the short-term rice to rotate the crops and increase the number of crops on the rice land. The stabilization of the rice land to year 2020 and the further is quite important to Vinh Phuc in particular and the country in general, therefore, in the coming time, the rice land of the province shall be arranged by two directions: production of high yield rice by intensive cultivation and production of commodity rice with high quality.
Based on the arable land area remains after changing the purpose and area, the area of the rice land by 2020 shall be 30,700ha and that of 2030 shall be around 29,400ha.
3.1.2 Land for perennial tree plantation 
It must plan the zone for the fruit tree plantation, mainly plant them on the hill and low mountainous land. Form the zone of fruit tree production by exploiting the land in Lap Thach, Tam Duong, Tam Đao, Binh Xuyen districts and Phuc Ye Town.
In the coming period, it is necessary to change a part of land of yearly plants but poor efficiency and tree plantation land with small slope and expand more the unused land for the perennial tree plantation. Orientation to year 2020, the land area for the perennial tree plantation shall be 6,350ha and that of 2030 shall be 6,980ha.

3.1.3 Land for preventive forest
At present, the area of the preventive forest is 3,962.28ha, accounting for 12.12% of forestry land. In the period to 2020, the preventive forest of the province must be strictly defended; arrange the preventive forset area by 2020 being of 6,950ha and to 2030 is 6,750ha.
3.1.4 Land for specialized land
In the period of planning, the existing specialized forest must becared of and protected in the direction of increasing the quality of the forest and the value of multy-biology and for the expanded area of the forest, it must satisfy the criteria issued by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development. Intensify to preserve the special fauna and exploit the ecological and convalescence tourism of Tam dao natural preservation zone. By 2020 and orientation for 2030, the area of specialized forest shall maintain by 15,357ha.

3.1.5 Land for production forest 
Production forest shall be devloped mainly by intensive plantation, attention shall be paid to output and quality of wood and ecological and convalescence tourism and other environmental services; build the material zones connected to processing industry. By 2020 the forest land area for production shall be 6,720ha and that in 2030 shall be 6,400ha.
4. Solution for science-technology and environment protection

* Solution for science and technology 

Solutions for development of science and technology should be implemented overally, from the increase of the State management efficiency on science and technology, development of technological market, international cooperation to together with the investment capital, human resources to create a group of basical solution for mobilizing and using effectively the resources to implement the planning.
One of the crucical issues to increase the effective production and competition capacity is unceasingly renovate technology. Important attachment must be paid to science and technology, at first concentrate to the important keys, the programs for development and ustilization, introducing the advanced science and technology into the development of the rural.

It is needful to detach a possible portion from the State budget extended to the basic construction for renovation of technology, ensure increasing expeenditure for echnological renovation higher than the increasing speed of the general basic investment. In addition, it is necessary to increase the efficiency of using the investment capital to science and tecchnology. Put aside a portion of invesment capital for intensifying the technological service agencies (measurement or product quality control, etc...). Construct and develop the network of science and technology information system, prepar condition to connect to the State net. Exemtp taxes on the capital dettached to researcch or study for renovation of technology at the enterprises. Exempt and reduce taxes in a limit time to the commissioning project.  

Intensify the appliance and development of hi-tech, especially the informatics technology in every field. Introduce gradually the informatics technology into the management fields, including the management of economy and society. Firstly, it is needful to use a portion of investment capital for providing computer system anf training staff using computer in the data management units of the socio-economic information and the nerve centers of the province.

Before the fast development of the industry in the coming period, the actvities of science and technology shoud be implemented under the suitable way to settle the matters of the industry and other economic branches via:

- Organize and control the science and technology activities in the IPs and ICs.

At present, the IP managment authorities by decentrailized or authorized by Government to implement the State management of the activities of science and technology in the IPs. However, the fact is that in the IPs, many science and technology activities related to the transfer of the technology as well as the other issues directly related to the production of the enterprises. 
The administration of science and technology in the IPs should be finalized under the way of implementation of the regulations of the State at the same time to create the environment for the enterprises to access easily to the science and technology market to solve the matters they are facing.
- Study the mechanism to set up the enterprise of science and technology service.

The science and technology service enterprise shall give advices to the enterprises operating in the industry in particular and in the economic activity in general on the issues of technological selection, technological transfer. At the same time, this enterprise is one of the channels to support the enterprises quickly access to the science and technology market.

The enterprise shall provide the scientific and technologicaal information and the technology information in general and the information related to the production and business of the enterprises operating in the province.

Issue the incentive policy to encourage the enterprises applying the new technology into their production to increase their production value and environment protection.
- Socialize the science and tecchnology activities; mobilize the contribution of intellegence or materials to the course of science and tecchnology development.

Socialization of the science and tecchnology activities is a subjective solution; determine the role and assign proper obligation between the State and the community in the course of the science and technology development. Socialize the building a system of the scientific and technological institutions; implement the joint venture of the scientific and technological potential enterprises operating in the same locality to create the coordination, support to each other in science and technology activity. The socialization solution shall create the condition for human resources development, capital sources to implement the science and tecchnology tasks.

- Intensify the investment in construction of infrastructure to serve the science and technology activities, chiefly the research of deployment. Step by step to set up the science and technology institutions at the district level by mergence of the organizations of agricultural expansion encouragement, forestry expansion encouragement or aquiculture expansion encouragement aiming at transferring the advanced technology into the production and the life.

* Solutions for environment, supervision, survey and deal with the issues on environment in the socio-economic development 
- Policy on administration and environment protection of Vinh Phuc is quite important. This task should be intensified under the way of:
(1) Intensify the work of propaganda to the community on the awareness of environment protection.

(2) Invest in implementation of the plans on environment protection, especially the wastewater treatment, solid waste treatment or treatment of the environment affection by the burying grounds,...
(3) Intensify the good knowledge and understand the issues of environment to follow strictly the task of administration, discovery and treatment the environment issues.

(4) Fullfil well the task of supervision and check of the environment.

(5) Prepare the mechanism on administraton of wastes, pollution, right and sufficient calculation of chaarge and fee on environment protection in the new projects; follow the Law on Environment.
(6) Implement the program of afforestation and water resource protection.

(7) Apply the technology of solid wastes treatment with big capacity or the dumping ground according to the international standard.

(8) Intensify the administraation on environment in the IPs.

(9) Organize the management of environment in the IP according to the de-centralization or aauthorization by the State to the environment in the IP.
- Increase the capacity of the environmental management organizations in the IP.

- Build and issue the mechaanism and regulation on environment protection applied to the activities in the IP. Issue the mechanism on encouragement of enterprises to invest in equiping the modern equipment as well as the equipment for treatment of the environment affection on their production and business.
(10) Based on the planning and plan made by the province, organize and implement the planning for environment in the IP.

(11) Right from the stage of construction of infrastructure of the IP, the system of wastewater treatment must be taken into account. Besides this, it is necessaru to coordinate with the related agencies of the province to make planning for waste treatment via the system of collection and concentrated treatment.
(12) It is necessary for the province to carry out comprehensively and timely the investment in construction of the industrial wastes treatment works; support the Developers of IP the necessary procedures for them to access to the investment capital for environment protection.

(13) Build the system of environment survey in IPs: 
- Prepare the mechaanism of coordination between the State management authority on environment and the management units.

- This is a foreced requirement applied to IPs. Through the environment survey system, the environment quality shall be evaluated timely and accurately as well as the degree of pollution in the IPs.
(14) Build up the mechanism to set up the enterprise of science and technology service to serve the aactivities of the IPs and other socio-economic activities.
This enterprise can provide services on;

- Collection and treatment of solid wastes.

- Environment surrvey.
- Train and educate on environment.

- Information on environment.

- Audit the environment accounts.

This enterprise can be supported by the State at the beginning and afterward it can operate by the envrironmental fee paid by the enterpriese operating in the IPs.

5. Solution for human resources

- At first, attention should be paid to the regular training for the future generations from pre-school education, nursery education to general education and vocation training; connect the training program with human resources developemnt of the province and of the country.

- Issue the priority policy for the leaders and staff, amangers annd consunltants to study at home or abroad by various channels: nomitnate the candidate to learn at the course hosted by the government or ask the State to allocate finance assisted by the international organizations or send to abroad to study...

- Intensify the training of skilled technicians in the fields of industry, services-tourism and agriculture keeping in line with the tendency of scientific and tecchnologic development of the country and the international. Firstly to meet the requirement of labor of the modern branches operating in the region. To implement this requirement, the province should make full use of the potential enterprises owned by the Central and FDI enterpriese located in the province, calling them to support in human resources training.
- Intensify to train the caders to have hgh degree in a certain branches such as informatics and biological technology...ready to satisfy the economic construction in 10 yeras coming.
6. Solution for implementation of the planning

After the land use planning to 2020 approved by Primier Minister, Vinh {Phuc People’s Committee shall assigne to Vinh Phuc Department fo Natural Resources and Environment coordinate with the People’s Committee of the districts, town and agencies to organize:

- Define the boundery and make public the land area for rice cultivation, protective forest, specialized forest, which need to be strictly protected. Regulate to allocate the resources, firstly is the State budget, to ensure the interest between the localities having conddition to develop industry and the localities have big land for rice cultivation; intensify to invest in social and technical infrastructure; construct the preservation and processing bases and consumption of goods in the localities having much lanf for rice cultivation. Issue the suitable policy and measure to reduce the cost of production and increase the income of the rice producers.

- The planning can suceed only when the people and the enterprises respond it, so the propaganda and explanation the planning to the people understanding it is very important. This is one of the measure to implement the democratic regulation of our Party. To do this work, it is necessary to:

+ Introduce the purpose and content of the planning,

+ Department of Natural Resources and Environment has to coordinate with the districts and towns  and the related agencies to put landmak and make publicity to the poeple to know where is the tranpsotation, industry, new urban zones, minaeral exploitation zones, land transfered to the national defense for control, the protective and specialized forest, the tourist zones and the historic vestiges etc...Attention be especially paid to the planning of urban construction or land use because these are sensitive matters.

+ make openly the planning to the people, branches, fields and zone wwhich are given priority to develop.

+ Concretize the contents of the planning in the agenda and working program of the executive committees and grassroots governments.

- The provincial people’s Committee shall assign to Department of Natural Resources and Environment instruct the idtsricts, town to make planning of land use for the district level to 2020 and prepare the land use plan for 5years (2011-2015). Re-planning in detail for the commune according to Law on Land 2003.
- Exploit using land must go side by side with environment protection, attention to solid waste treatment in the minearal exploitation locations, industrial bases, residential areas to ensure that the watses must be treated before discharging to the outside avoiding pollution and destroying the environment. Exploiting land must be go side by side with the increasing the fertilization fo the land, re-create the landscape and the covery over tha land surface after exploiting land...to reduce the bad affect on the land, air, water source environment for usustainability of land use.
- Complete the land management at all levels to support the People’s Committee fulfilling their task of land management according to Law on Land 2003.
- Check at determined time, evaluate, review and adjust or supplement to the planning to be suitable to the obligation in each period. Manage and organize to implement strictly the approved planning; instruct to complete the planning of branch and fields suitably to the land use planning.

- Review and make new development planning for branches and fields and detailed planning.

- Intensify the responsibility of the levels, branches and lcalities in implementation of the planning. At the end of planning period (2015, 2020) shall organize to evaluate the planning implementation of eaach period, supplement or adjust the objectives to be ssuitable to the actual circumstances.
* Land for market 

To 2020, this land area of the province shall e 204.08ha, actually increased by 156.41ha as compared with 2010. There are changes of the following lands:

3.2.3 Unused land
To 2020, this land area of the province is 473.28ha, reuced by 1,685.92ha as compared with 2010. This area reduced because of change to use in the purposes of agriculture and non-agriccultural land for the objective of socio-economic development of the province.
3.2.4 Urabn land
For the time being, Vinh Phuc has one city, one provincial town and 12 district towns with total land area of 12,319.08ha. By 2020, this area shall be 24,143.78ha. The urban zones in the province needs to develop under the characteristic model, including the district urban, provincial urban in the big commercial centers (Decision No. 1883/QD-TTg dated October 26, 2011 by Premier Minister of Government on approval the general planning for cconstruction of Vinh Phuc urban, Vinh Phuc province to 2030 and vision to 2050). The system of Vinh Phuc province to 2020 is planned as follows:
- Vinh Yen City: form the urban structure with its objective of developing Vinh yen City, now it is the 3 grade urban, to become the 1st centeral urban by 2030. During the planning period to 2020, total land area of the administrative boundaries of the communes of the City shall become waards according to the City planning.
- Phuc Yen Town: It is deveoped on the basic of Vinh yen to be a central urban, in the period to 2020, Phuc Yen shall become the 3 grade urban and the planning for administrative boundary of the town communes shall become town wards such as Nam Viem ward (586.11ha); Tien Chau ward (400ha) based on two communes nam Viem and tien Chau under the Phuc Yen Town now.
- Binh Xuyen District: plan two district towns: Quat Luu (497.37ha); Dao Duc (944.61ha) based on two communes Quat Luu and Dao Duc under Binh Xuyen District now.

- Tam Duong District: Plan two district towns such as Dao Tu (762.66ha); Hop Thinh (439.65ha) based on two communes Dao Tu and Hop Thinh under Tam Duong District now.

- Tam Dao District: plan one district town, that is hop Chau (1,012.55ha) based on Hop Chau Commune now under Tam Dao District.
- Lap Thach District: plan one district town: Lien Son (1,029.4ha) based on Lien So Commune now under Lap Thach District.

- Song Lo District: plan one district town: Lang Cong (2,030.4ha) based on Lang Cong Commune now under Song Lo District.

- Yen Lac District: : Plan two district towns such as Tam Hong (930.21ha); Te Lo (403.82ha) based on two communes Tam Hong and Te Lo under Tam Duong District now.

- Vinh Tuong District: : Plan two district towns such as Bo Sao (233.03ha); Thuong Trung (548.82ha) based on two communes Bo Sao and Thuong Trung under Vinh Tuong District now.

3.2.5 Natural preservation land
For the time being, the land aarea for natural preservation of the province is 15,140.87ha, it is unchanged as compared with 2010. This land area is mainly in Tam dao National park. In time to come, it is needful to study and intensify to preserve the existing value. To 2020, this area shall be the same 15,140.87ha.
3.2.6 land for tourism

To 2020, this land area of the province is 1,415.83ha. Within the planning period, besides the construction of infrastructure in the exxisting tourists spots, it is necessary to plan and invest in construction of social and technical infrastructure it the bigger tourist spots in the province as below:
- Lang Ha lake in Tam Dao District with its area of 170.0 ha.

- Xa Huong lake in Tam Đao District, 150 ha.

- Ban Long waterfall in Tam Đao District, 100ha.

- Tam Đao II in Tam Đao District, 180.0 ha.

- Đam Khanh ecological tourist zone in Yen Lac District, 50,00 ha.

- Thac Bay eccological tourist zone in Song Lo District, 115,0 ha. 
These tourit zones are basicaly formed. In the planning, it requires the investment in infrastructure construction to put them into operation. These tourist zones have big land area, mainly are lakes, largoons, waterfall or ecological zones.
3.1.6 Land for aquiculture
Develop strongly the aquatics production under the direction of intensive rearing and industrial rearing, mainly is to rear mature fish, special aquatics and produce variety; exploit and use effectively the existing water surface; continue to rehabilitate the hollow field area to rear specialized aquiculture or to cultivate one rice crop and one aquatics crop.

Based on the development objectives of aquiculture, to year 2020, the land area for aquiculture shall be 4,350ha and oriented to 2030 shall be 4,300ha.

3.2 Non-agricultural production land

3.2.1 Land for construction of offices or professional works
In order to meet the expansion, up-gradation and new construction ò the head-offices ò the administrative agencies, specially of the newly separated districts as Song Lo District, and the construction of the district head-quarter to the administrative, commercial centers of the districts at the same time, the construction of head-quarter of the agencies in the district towns or in the border gates and the new construction of the head-quarters of People's Council and People's Committee of the communes including the newly separated communes.

With the above-said objectives and orientations, the land area for the offices, agencies or public works by year 2020 shall be 343ha and to year 2030 is 493ha.

3.2.2 Land for the national defense
In order to meet the  national defense and the building the battle position of the preventive region of the province. During the coming years, the national defense land should be supplemented to construct the preventive works, the fighting bases and drill field hosted by the provincial commander headquarter and the same to the districts  and communes.

In order to use effectively the land in general and the national defense land in particular, in the time to come, it is necessary to review the actual land use owned by the provincial military headquarter and the same to the districts and communes. It should hand-over the unused land or ineffective land use to localities for the socio-economic development. The national defense land of the province by year 2020 shall be 2,841ha and to 2030 it shall be 3,041ha.

3.2.3 Land for security 
Arrange to locate the security service headquarters in the newly established districts, communes and wards and town; expand and up-grade the existing headquarters to serve in the security in the localities, To year 20020, the land of this field shall be 589ha and that of year 2030 shall be 659ha.

3.2.4 Land for industrial park    
Direction of industrial development of the province in time to come:

- Implement the diversification of scale and production form is the decisive industries, small industries and traditionally professional villages. Encourage to develop the SMEs.

- Concentrate to develop the advantages industries of the province such as manufacture mechanics, building materials, food-forestry and aquatics product processing, garment or shoe making....

- Orientation to develop the industries with high technology and big value added such as mechanics manufacture, electricity, electronics or new material production...

- For the current enterprises: It is necessary to invest in-depth to renovate their equipments and machines to increase the output, reduce the product cost, increase the competition in the domestic and oversea market.- For the newly established enterprises: it is necessary to accept and apply the new and advanced technology; take a short cut and wait in front right from establishment; take the economic efficiency as the basic standard to define the development direction and select the projects on investment and development.

- In order to develop industry in the circumstances of uncovered economy, it is needful to develop the supporting industries to increase the value added of the product and attract the investors.

- Develop effectively industry via using reasonable the natural resources, labor and meeting the environmental requirements. Priority should be paid to develop the IPs and arrange to locate the industrial projects in the IPs, should not permit such projects located out of the IPs.

- Development should go side by side with training to increase the degree of managers, technicians and staff working in the province; attention to train the .

human resources for development.

- Foreign investment takes an important role in the economic  development of Vinh Phuc so it is necessary to invite the foreign investors to invest in Vinh Phuc; take part in ASEAN (AICO) industry network and the world; take positive part in development of the economic corridor Kunming-Lao Cai-Ha Noi-Hai Phong.

- Projects on intensifying industrialization and modernization of agriculture and rural or projects on product production for export should be give priority. 

- Encourage applying the clean technology, hi-tech or technology friendly to environment aiming at sustainable development, environment protection and the health of community.

- Develop strongly IPs or ICs in the West of the province when Vinh Thinh Bridge completed.

Based on the development objectives, to year 2020 land for IPs and ICs shall be about 4,320ha and to 2030 it shall be 4,520ha.

3.2.5 Land for mineral exploitation
Attach important to the work of survey, investigation and correctly estimated evaluation of reserves and the possible investment in exploitation. Main development for this field is to invest in technology and equipment, increasing the output and reducing the cost, natural resources preservation and ecological environment protection, sustainable development and high economic efficiency of the existing bases. Land area for exploiting mines and mine spots in the province to year 2020 shall be about 115ha.

3.2.6 Land for the vestiges and natural beauty scenery 

It is needful to keep intact the assorted vestiges, against degradation, loss and destroyed. Preserve all the value of the nature, value of architecture of the vestiges; band to exploit the material in the area of vestige. The zoning of preservation of the vestiges must satisfy the requirement of reservation of vestige, environment, historical settings and tightly connected to preservation of the natural forests. To year 2020 and oriented to 2030, land for the vestige and natural beauty shall be 350ha.

3.2.7 Land for waste disposal and waste treatment ground  
Before the environmental pollution in the province, especially the environment in the IPs, ICs and the urban, in time to come, it is necessary to set up, step by step, a comprehensive system of the solid waste management in the urban, the rural residential areas and the IPs to control the pollution and environmental protection for the sustainable development objective in the stage of industrialization and modernization. Within the period of planning, the province should make planning of the concentrated collective, treatment or burying solid wastes with a scale of about 100ha for the province level, 10-20ha for one district; 0,1- 0.5ha/commune for treatment or disposal the harmful solid wastes in the province. Estimated land area for this matter shall be 300ha by year 2020 and about 380ha by year 2030.

3.2.8 Land for religious beliefs
To satisfy the spirit requirement of a part of the people and the respect to the actual subjective and also to defend the liberty of religious beliefs of the part of the religion people operating within the framework of the laws, land for this matter shall be 235ha by 2020 and 315ha by 2030.

3.2.9 Land for cemetery and buried field

The arrange for location ò the cemetery ỏ buried ground should preserve the landscape and environment sanitation. The location must far away from the residential areas, without pollution to the water source and suitable to the practice and customs of the local people. By 2020, land for this matter shall be 991ha and 1,141ha by 2030.

3.2.10 Land for infrastructure development
By the objectives of intensification of investment and socialization of culture, health, education and sport, it is necessary to restore and upgrade the existing works coordination with some newly constructed works serving in socio-economic development of the province. By 2020, the economic and social infrastructure shall be completed, modernized and continued to go on at the demand of the provincial development. To meet the development objectives of the province to year 2020 and farther, the land for this matter shall be 18,260ha by 2020 and 20,140ha by 2030.

Orientation for land types for infrastructure development to year 2020 as follows:

a. Land for cultural bases

The Resolution of the XIV Congress of the provincial Party's Committee set forth the long-term objective of the culture development as:

- Build and develop a culture of charming national characters, connect tightly and comprehensively the development of culture and socio-economy. Attach important to living environment, living style and the grassroots cultural living and communities. Build the strong and plentiful cultural environment. Foster the cultural, art talents and encourage the writers and artists to create much more high value works of art and culture.

- Focus on collecting, studying to confirm and clarify on geo-culture, geo-research and geo-politics of the land and people of the province. Preserve and exploit effectively the material culture and immaterial culture of the province. Intensify and increase the movement of "people united to build the cultural life", build family, village and hamlet culture. Intensify the State management of the culture field, create the healthy cultural environment for the socio-economic development.

- Intensify the socialization of cultural activities on the basic of encouraging and providing condition for all economic sectors to take part in construction and doing business of the cultural and sport activities.

- Based on the such ground and the Instruction No. 1182/HD-BVHTT dated on April 14, 2004 of Ministry of Culture and Communication, each village, each hamlet puts aside 0.1 - 0.15 ha for construction of the cultural house and playground. Land for cultural bases of the province shall be 300ha by 2020 and 400ha by 2030.

b. Land for health base

Strive for 2020 to complete the material bases from the provincial level down to district and commune level for health development to meet the requirement of the people's examination and treatment and control the diseases from epidemic:

- Arrange and up-grade the health bases to suit to the socio-economic development to year 2020 and orientation to 2030. Supplement by new construction of some health bases to satisfy the demand of the people's examination and treatment during the period and the following stages.

- Renovate and finalize the health system in the direction of equality, efficiency and development aiming at providing favorable condition to ensure that everyone shall be protected, taken healthcare of and increased their health with higher and higher quality suitable to the socio-economic development of the province. Overcome step by step, the differences of health care between the urban and the rural, the developed economic areas and the remote and difficult areas, between the rich and the poor and amongst the nationalities.

- Implement the comprehensive healthcare: connect the disease prevention and treatment; modern medicine and the nationally traditional medicine.

- Intensify the socialization of healthcare activities, health care is a responsibility of each human being, each family and community. Encourage all economic sector to invest in development of healthcare or health preventive services.

- Based on the orientation of the health, land for this sector shall be 202ha by 2020 and about 300ha by 2030.

c. Land for education and training 
Increase human culture, train human resources and foster the talents is the strategy task penetrating the population development and human resources. Main direction for development of education-training of the province to 2020 are:

- Develop the system of education-training network of the province to achieve the national standard under the direction of advance, modern and integration of the development trend of education-training of the country, achieve the degree equally to the developed provinces and cities, rank the first top of the Northern economic key region, have enough capacity to satisfy the requirement of increasing the intellectual standards of the people, train human resources and foster the talents of the people and meet the demand of the socio-economic development of the province with the fast and sustainable velocity.

- Develop the education network of all level must satisfy the above-said objective and meet the requirement of material-technical bases and equipments as follows:

+ Reasonable location, closely connected to the residential areas, provide favorable condition for the children to go to school with the slogan "bring school near to the pupil".

+ Achieve the national standard comprehensive, advanced and modern to implement the education objectives in each period.

- Ensure the primary pupils to learn the whole day from 2010 and the secondary and high school from 2012-2015.

- Ensure the comprehensive education. In this connection, each school must have enough classroom, experiment and art learning hall (or aptitude classroom), administration building (office-training bureau), physical training hall, play-ground, activity service zone (canteen, noon rest...) hygiene and parking.

- Satisfy the standard of  school precinct area, classroom, functional area, physical training hall, equipments and equipments or light condition...serving in renovation of teaching and learning method under the direction of advanced, modern and effective.  

- Ensure the pedagogy environment in the school.

- For the primary school, it must meet the standard for the primary school as specified in the Primary school Charter issued by Ministry of Education and Training. 

Based on the orientation for education-training development of the province, land for this field shall be 1,670ha in year 2020 and 1,870ha in 2030.

d. Land for gymnastics and sport bases 
- Maintain the movement of deep, broad, and stable gym and sport of the masses; develop many forms of sport in which attention shall be paid to the advantage sports.

- Concentrate to build the key high result sports, contributing many athletes to the national teams.

- Complete the planning of physical bases for gym and sport from the province down to the commune level according to the Decision No. 100/2005/QD-TTg dated May 10, 2005 by Primer Minister; Decision No. 2448?QD-BVHTTDL dated July 7, 2009 by Ministry of Culture-Sport and Tourism  on issuance of norm for commune cultural and sport center, land for gym and sport drill is 2-3m2/person, at the commune level, that shall be 1.0-1.5ha and of the district is 4.5-5ha using to construct stadium, contest house and swimming pool...

To meet the above-said issues, in years to come, the existing works should be up-graded and at the same time, construct new works such as stadium, contest house, gym and sport center, exercise hall and center for training...in the province. Land for this field shall be about 600ha by 2020 and 800ha by 2030.

c. Land for transportation
The transportation infrastructure plays a very important part in the socio-economic development and affects strongly on the urbanization of the province. To satisfy the objectives of socio-economic development, the transportation infrastructure in the province to 2020 and further, shall follow the following direction:

- Form the transportation infrastructure framework to 2020, including the external transportation system linking to areas in the province, ensure good management of the external transportation corridor specified in the orientation for arrangement of socio-economic space united in the province.

- Modernize, step by step, the transportation network of inside province, ensure to increase the capacity of pass through and speed of circulation and safety on the whole system.

- Manage, organize and upgrade the urban transportation in the city and town.

- Expand and upgrade the rural transportation system to year 2020 and the further forwarding to the convenient and safety to intensify the urbanization in the rural areas.

- Issue the program for synchronization the transportation according to territory, at first, focus on the areas having IPs and the new urban zones.

The provincial transportation shall develop according to the main axes:

- Axis of the national way No. 2 from Ha Noi - Vinh Yen - Viet Tri,

- Axis of the national way No. 2B from Vinh Yen - Tam Dao - Thai Nguyen,

- Axis of the national way No. 2C from Vinh Thinh - Quang Son (Lap Thach District),

- Axis linking to Me Linh (Ha Noi),

- Axis from road 310 from Dai Lai to Dao Tu,

- Axis of South Dam Vac Lake - Quat Luu - Hop Thinh,    

- Axis to Huong Canh - Son Loi,

- Axis from 301 road Phuc Yen - Xuan Hoa,

- Axis linking Noi Bai Airport to the tourist zones (Dai Lai - Phuc Yen),

- Axis of South Binh Xuyen - Yen Lac - Vinh Tuong,

- Axis Yen Lac - Vinh Yen, and

- Axis dyke (Central) Yen Lac - Vinh Tuong - Song Lo.

Based on that orientation, land for this field to 2020 and further shall be 11,200ha by 2020 and 11,800ha by 2030.

f. Land for irrigation works 
- Invest in-depth, upgrade and solidification of the existing canal system, take active part in irrigation and drainage to the agricultural production land.

- Concentrate to invest in the small- and medium scale works, complete the irrigation system in the key zones of agriculture, provide to these zones to have enough condition to intensify and diversify the cultivated crops, using new varieties with quality and high economic value. Develop the advanced water supply works to serve in development of production of subsidiary crops, industrial plants and fruit trees.

- Develop irrigation works to contribute to preserve and create the water sources in the insufficient water zones.

- Consolidate the dyke system, make it high, stone embankment of dyke body, concretize the dyke surface for using as transportation road and make sure safety in the flood season.

- To implement the above-said objective, the land needed to this field shall be 4,600ha by 2020 and 4,520ha by 2030.

g. Land for energy and communication works 
* Objective of electricity network development of the province in time to come is to make sure the power supply safety, continuously to the additional charge of the industry (chiefly by the IPs), expand and increase the electricity supply quality to the demand of daily living activity of the people, strive for having the standby power of about 10%-20%.

* Orientation for post system development

Complete to make compulsory services; construct the postal service points to the remote areas; expand the services in the direction of broad apply to every field.

- Apply the modern technology; implement the automation in exploitation, acceptance and computerization of the postal phase. By 2015, complete the application of automation at the province level, the automatic separation and selection shall be implemented by the automatic separation/selection center. The road to apply the computerization at the postal services and services postal points shall be implemented to year 2015.

- Develop business from the new services, hybrid services, financial services shall be based on the e-postal network.

- Increase the revenue weighting from the new services. The traditional revenue shall remain below 20% of the total revenue.

* Orientation for development of telecom network

- Develop the services under the direction of supplying broadly in every field; e-government, trade, finance, education, health and agriculture.

- Develop the access network by optical cable in the whole province. The clients shall be supplied the broad band and login poly-protocol. Upgrade the capacity of the optical cables meeting the requirement of the new broad band on NGN. When the optical access net develops to the commune, the net shall be developed during the period 2010-2015.

- Construct the infrastructure under the direction of co-investment and share; many enterprises of supplying services shall be allowed to hire the technical infrastructure. The core net is the common infrastructure of the State established by many enterprises. The access net shall be constructed and managed by the enterprises. Supply services to the clients via the access net shall be competitive by many enterprises on the basic of the sublease of the inside the region.

- Services of data and application shall occupies a greater part of the telecom revenue, the requirement of the clients in the period is the demand entertainment and TV services and it should be easily to access such services.

- Maintain and expand the public services: information on extinguish fire, rescue, health emergency, urgent information on security and social order, information on on-spot health emergency; information on prevention and fighting the natural calamity; information on consultancy of production and life; market information; support to the enterprises invest in construction of infrastructure and provide services to the difficult zones.

Based on the basic, land for transmission of energy of the province shall be 105ha by 2020 and 255ha by 2030.

h. Land for market  
When the economy develops, the production produces many articles, the requirement of goods exchange shall be increased, the same to promote the service economy, therefore in years to come, it is needful to develop the system of the market on the basic of up-gradation and repair the existing markets in Vinh Yen city and the districts. Organize the inter-commune market; invest in construction the focal market of the agricultural products of Red River Delta (the key works).

 Based on such orientation, the land for market of the province by 2020 shall be 210ha and 260ha by 2030.

3.2.11 Residential land in urban   
In time to come, due to the speed of the urbanization very fast, infrastructure develops, many new urban zones constructed and the mechanic immigration is higher and higher, the natural population growth, the expansion of Vinh Phuc urban to 2030 and vision to 2050, so the province needs to arrange more land in the urban to meet the requirement of the residential land of people inside or out side province.

Based on the existing residential land, it is necessary to arrange the land properly  through the development orientation and the urban network of the province to 2020 and further more.

On the space, develop Vinh Phuc city and the towns in the head quarter of districts and towns.

Accordingly the residential land in the urban shall be 3,200ha by 2020 and 3,700ha by 2030.

3.2.12 Remaining non-agricultural land
* Residential land in rural
To 2020 and the following years, the rural residential areas of Vinh Phuc shall be developed under the direction:

- The rural residential areas in the urbanization shall develop according to the development of the handicraft production, services and education; modernization of the technical and social infrastructure.

- For the residential points in outskirt of urban or along the big transportation axes, it is necessary to focus on rural infrastructural development such as drinkable water, public and social welfare works. Form the center of the commune groups, re-arrange the residential points along the national way and the provincial road, maintain the traditional career. 

By above explanation, the residential land in the rural to 2020 shall be about 7,200ha, together with the increasing the population growth speed, by 2030 the land shall be 7,800ha.

* Land for production and business
According to the planning for development of services and trade to 2020 and orientation to 2030, land area for development of the production and business establishments shall be 3,520ha by 2020 and 3,820ha by 2030.

* Land for building material production
Concentrate, exploit and develop the materials serving in the demand of construction and use properly the available material resources of the province. Land for building material shall be about 990ha by 2020 and 1,100ha by 2030.

* Land of the river, stream and specialized water surface
Demand of socio-economic development requires big land to change the land use purpose. To 2020, the land of river and stream and specialized use remains about 4,010ha to change to other purpose.

* Other non-agricultural land
To 2020 the non-agricultural land remains 31ha and it shall be increased by 131ha by 2030.

3.3 Unused land
In 2020, the province has 2,159.20ha of unused land, accounting for 1.75% of total natural land area. It is estimated that from now on to 2020, exploit effectively about 1,695ha to use in the purpose of socio-economic development.

3.4 Urban Land
Orientation for space development of Vinh Phuc urban to 2020 and the followings as follows:

- The urban center chain with its core is Vinh Yen city, Phuc Yen town and the new urban zones as Bo Sao, Tan Tien and Huong Canh town.

- The urbans in the Northern midland and mountainous region, including Tam Dao town, Hop Chau town (Tam Dao District) Hop Hoa town (Tam Duong District), Xuan Hoa town (Lap Thach District) Nhu Thuy river port town (Lap Thach). Out of the six core urban, the urban chain includes 28 towlets, which are the center for development of the districts Lap Thach, Tam Duong and Binh Xuyen.

The Southern urban, includes Vinh Tuong ditsrict capital town, Yen Lac town, Vinh Thinh river port town. This urban chain shall include the towns of Vinh Tuong and Yen Lac districts.

The above-said expectable urban chain shall be developed with the following conditions:

- Vinh Yen city continues to    take the core role and become the central urban of Vinh Phuc city.

- Phuc Yen town shall become the grade III urban, Binh Xuyen shall become the new urban zone, Huong Canh Town shall become the grade IV urban and 11 grade V urban shall be set up by 2020 in the planning of Vinh Phuc city.

From such objectives, the urban land of the province shall be 24,500ha by 2020 and 28,000ha by 2030.

3.5 The natural preservation land
Orientation to 2020, the natural preservation land of the province shall be about 15,500ha, mainly is the land of Tam Dao National Park.

3.6 Land for Tourism 
Orientation for development of Vinh Phuc tourism in time coming is to focus on investment in construction of amusement and entertainment spots to contribute to the strategy of diversification of the forms and tourist products, creating the attractiveness of Vinh Phuc. The tourist forms as sightseeing tour, research of fauna and ecological system; entertainment tourism, sport; or transit tour to China; ecological tourism and convalescence...

On the basic of orientation for development of tourist network, to 2020 land for tourism shall be 1,200ha and 1,700ha by 2030.

* PLANNING FOR LAND USE

I. CRITERIA FOR SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN THE PLANNING PERIOD

1. Criteria for economic growth and change the economic structure
- Average growth GDP by period: 2011-2015: 14-15%; 2016-2020: 14-14.5%.

- Economic structure as actual price to 2015: industry and construction: 61-62%, service: 31-32% and agro-forestry, aquiculture: 6.5-7.0%. By 2020the service sector will be 38%, agro-forestry, aquiculture 4-4% industry and construction: 58-60%.

2. Planning criteria for development of the economic branches

2.1 Agricultural economy  
- Value of the agro-forestry, aquatics  (fixed 1994 price) is estimated by VND 3,258.5 billion by 2015, in which the agriculture is VND 2,954 billion (cultivation: VND 1,204 billion, breeding: VND 1,517 billion and agricultural services: VND 233 billion); Forestry: VND 40.5 billion and aquiculture VND 264 billion (source: planning for development of the agro-forest and aquiculture of Vinh Phuc province to year 2020).

By 2020, the value of the agriculture production shall be VND 4,006 billion (cultivation: VND 1,405 billion, breeding: VND 1,902 billion and agricultural services: VND 290 billion); Forestry: VND 42 billion and aquiculture VND 367 billion (source: planning for development of the agro-forest and aquiculture of Vinh Phuc province to year 2020).

- Ensure the average growth of this field to be 3.4% in the period 2011-2020, in which the period 2011-2015 is 3,95% and 2016-2020 is 3.0%.

- Intensify tor change strongly the agricultural economic and rural structure by investing prioritized in the high effective cultivated crps; continue to increase the weighting of the breeding in agriculture development.

2.2 Industrial economy   
- Total GDP (fixed 1994 price) of the industry-construction shall be VND 15,339 billion by 2015 and VND 30,626 billion by 2020.

- The growth rate of GDP (fixed 1994 price) in the period 2011-2020 shall be about 15 - 16%.

- By 2020, complete the comprehensive technical infrastructure  in all IPs and ICs in the province.

- The weighting of GDP of this field shall increased from 50-52% in 2010 up to 52-55% by 2020.

2.3 Service economy 

- Total GDP (fixed 1994 price) of this field shall be VND 7,204 billion by 2015 and VND 14,149 billion by 2020.

- Maintain the growth rate of the trade-services about 14-16%/year on an average for the whole period to year 2020. By this growth rate, the weighting of this field shall range from 37-39% by 2020.

- The contribution of the trade to total provincial production (GDP trade/GDP province) by 2015 is 14% and it shall be 16% by 2020. GDP of trade in 2015 is VND 3,355 billion and in 2020 is 7,381 billion.

- Total value of retail sale and revenue of the consumable services in 2015 shall be VND 40,021 billion and VND 95,504 billion. 

- The average GDP of the trade shall be about 25%/year in the period 2011-2015 and 31%/year in the period 2016-2020.

- Export turnover of the trade in 2015 is USD 3.5 billion and USD 13.5 billion by 2020. The increase rate of the export in the period 2011-2015 is 47.6% and 31% in the period 2016-2020.

 (Source: planning for development of the agro-forest and aquiculture of Vinh Phuc province to year 2020).

3. Criteria of population, labor, employment and income
- The average population of the province to year 2015 shall be about 1,300,000 inhabitants and 1,230,000 inhabitants in 2020.

- The percentage of trained labor shall be 70-75% by 2020. To year 2015, the 
population of the province shall be 814,000 working persons, in which worker working in the aquiculture accounts for 45.1%; in agriculture and construction is 31.9% and service is 23%.

By 2020, total working persons of the province shall be 845,000 people,  in which worker working in the aquiculture accounts for 35.5%; in agriculture and construction is 39.6% and service is 24.9%.

- The average income per capita  of the province to 2015 is about VND 74.3 million or USD 3,500-4,000/head and VND 140.5 million or USD 6,000-7,000.

4. Criteria of development of urban and rural residential areas.

4.1 Urban development

- The speed of urbanization to 2015 is about 30-32% and that shall be 35-40% by 2020.

- Vinh Yen city continues to play a core role and become an urban center of Vinh Phuc City.

- Phuc Yen town shall become the grade III urban, Binh Xuyen shall become the new urban zone, Huong Canh Town shall become the grade IV urban and 12 grade V urban shall be set up by 2020 in the planning of Vinh Phuc city.

- Upgrade a certain communes in the districts and town to become urbanized areas of the districts and of the province.

- The planned IPs, ICs and the transportation alignments must be developed under the estimation to become the core urban.

- Intensify the development of the urban in connection to development of industry and IPs, service zones to provide jobs to the people in the urban and create conditions to attract the labor force from the rural released against the pressure on the rural region.

4.2 The rural residential areas
- The population scale in the rural is about 548,000-550,000 persons (accounting for 39%) by 2020.

- Increase the productivity of agriculture production and the labor in the rural areas to increase their income through the measures:

+ Provide conditions to gather the means of production, business (as cultivated land) to the working people,

+ Change the branch structure in the direction of expansion of the services activities in the rural 

+ Change the product structure of agriculture in the direction of developing the new species of the cultivated crops: high quality food, ornamental trees to supply to Ha Noi and other localities of the province.

- Continue to invest in up-gradation of the infrastructure in the rural areas:

+ Ensure the auto road linking the points in the communities; provide condition for intensifying mechanization in business and production activities in the rural areas.

+ Expand the socialization in the basic social services.

+ Provide condition for intensifying the construction of informatics infrastructure, telecom and make sure that every family in the rural can access the internet.

+ Develop the electricity distribution network with high quality to meet the demand of production and business in the rural areas .

+ Ensure using the clean water in the direction of development of concentrated and scattered water supply network.

+ Treatment soundly the environment in the rural areas.

- Look for and develop the models of the rural socialized organizations in the direction of intensifying the role of the community.

- Promote the value of the traditional architecture, acceptance through carefully selection of the new value via the consultant activity from the State to create the new face of the architecture modern and traditionally; exploit the cultural value harmoniously in connection with development of tourism; expand more job in the rural areas.

5. Criteria of the technical and social infrastructure development  
5.1 Transportation

5.1 Road Transportation
To meet the requirement of linking economy between Vinh Phuc with Ha Noi and the provinces in the region, improve the face of the urban civilization chiefly Vinh Yen city, the following roads shall be estimated to construct newly to year 2020:

- Implement to construct the Asian way Ha Noi - Kunming; the express way Ha Noi - Viet Tri of the section running through Vinh Phuc as the expressway with each side having cross section of 26m wide, through Phuc Yen-Binh Xuyen- Vinh Yen-Tam Dao-Lap Thach.

- Construct the bypass of the national way No.2 passing by South Vinh Yen from Quat Luu-Dong Van.

- Implement Vinh Thinh Bridge on the national way No.2C over Lo River to link with Ha Noi (on Son Tay side).

- Construct the under ground through Tam Dao range on the national way No. 2B to link with Thai Nguyen.

- Extend the provincial road 304,305,305B, 306, 302 and 301.

- Construct the new boundary No. 2 from the North of the Vinh Yen core urban to the provincial road No. 305 and the inside roads of the new urban zones in Vinh Yen city.

- Construct a new road South Binh Xuyen-Yen Lac-Vinh Tuong.

- Construct the connecting road from the provincial roads to the IPs

- Upgrade the international way No.2 to meet the standard of the grade III of the plain road from km 38 + 600 - km 51 close to Phu Tho province; km 13 - km 31at the standard of urban road and it shall be enlarged by 57m to year 2015.

- Upgrade the national way 2B of the km 0 - km 13 at the standard of the main street with its cross section of 36.5m wide; from km 13 - km25 at the standard of grade IV from the national way No.2 to Tam Dao resort.

- Upgrade the national way No. 2C (from the national way No.32 through Son Tay Town) to Vinh Phuc (Vinh Tuong - Tam Duon - Lap Thach) to go to Tuyen Quang.

- Upgrade the provincial roads: 302,302B, 305C, 306,307,308 and 309 from km9 - km19 with the length of 123 km long at the standard of grade IV. The provincial road No. 310 shall be met the standard of the main street with its cross section of 36.5m wide. The provincial road No. 301 met at grade III of the plain road. The provincial road No. 302 from km0 - km9+500 at the main street road with its cross section of 36.5m wide. The remaining section from km1+500 - km9 at the standard of the plain road grade III with the surface shall be cement concretized or concrete asphalted.

- Upgrade, complete all the inside urban roads in Vinh Yen and Phuc Yen and Tam Dao met at the inside urban road with the surface of asphalt and the isgnal lighting system for urban traffic in Vinh Yen and Phuc Yen and other important transportation hubs in the urban.

- Strive for solidifying the rural road surface with the average speed of 7.15%/year in order to 2015 year, 100% of the rural transportation road shall be solidified.

- Make planning, manage and protect well the inter-commune, inter-hamlet boundary; upgrade and provide condition to easily connect among the rural residential areas by 2020.

5.1.2 Railway transportation
Increase the quality and ensure the safety the railway. Move Huong Can railway station to the new location in combination with construction of ICD.

5.1.3 Waterway transportation
- Construct Vinh Thinh, Duc Bac and Nhu Thuy or Hai Luu river ports at the standard of river port grade IV.

- Upgrade the entrance road to the ports in combination with the dykes (for dyke safety and effective transportation on the dyke).

5.2 Power supply system
The development objectives ò the power in the coming time is to supply safety, continuously power to the industrial additional charges (especially to the IPs), expand and increase the quality of electricity supply to the daily living activity of the people; strive for the standby contingency of 10 - 20%.

From the period to year 2015, upgrade some power supply as follows:

- Increase the capacity of the stations of 110/35/22kV - 2 x 63MVA, including the stations Phuc Yen, Thien Ke, Compal I; Comapal II, Yen Lac, Tam Duong and Vinh Tuong IP.

- Construct more new stations 110/22kV - 2x63MVA, including the stations: Vinh Yen II, Yen Binh IP, Compal III, Son Loi, Tam Dao and Vinh Tuong IP.

- Upgrade the stations 220kV, including Vinh Yen (125 = 250)MVA to 2x250MVA; Ba Thien 250MVA to 2x250MVA and construct a new station in Vinh Tuong 250MVA.

With total capacity of 220 stations (total supply source) is 1250MVA sufficient to supply to the development period to year 2020 in the concentrated industrial production areas and urban.

 By 2020, continue to invest and prepare the capacity as well as the transmission network to the newly developed areas, new urban zones and the modern rural areas for the next periods.

5.3 Water supply and sewerage
It is estimated that during the coming time, newly construct, upgrade and rehabilitate the water supply and sewerage system as follows:

- Upgrade the capacity of  Vinh Yen water plant to 32,000m3/day; Phuc Yen water plant to 20,000m3/day to supply sufficiently water to Vinh Yen city, Phuc Yen town and IPs and some close districts.

- Continue to implement and invite the investment in some big water supply projects in-taking water from Lo River; JIBIC project with its capacity of 100,000m3/day, total invested capital USD 120 million.

- Invest in construction, at the same time, a water plant in Lien Son Bridge with its capacity of 80,000m3/day by 2015.

5.4 Communication, post and telecom system
Strive for 2020, attaining the following criteria of this field as below:

- Fixed telecom services: compulsory to every family;

- Mobile telecom services (access via wireless network): percentage of subscriber shall be 80%.

- 100% of the subscriber is broad band.

- Over 80% of the population use internet.

- Cable TV, Internet protocol TV shall be covered over the entire province even to the grassroots level.

5.5 Education and training
5.5.1 Pre-school education
- Ensure to have enough school and classroom for pre-school at all level so that by 2020 the percentage of children under 3 years old can go to kindergarten, children from 3-5 years old can go to nursery school shall be over 95%.

- The percentage of solid classroom shall be over 70% by 2015 and 100% by 2020. The percentage of the pre-school teacher attaining standard shall be over 80% by 2015 and 100% by 2020.

- Strive for the national standard school to attain the national standard school being over 80% by 2015 and 100% by 2020.

5.5.2 Primary school education
Mobilize total children at six years old and almost of the disable children go to school in community.

- On basically, 100% of the school shall be the national standard school before 2012. The ratio of the standard teacher from 2015 upward shall be 100%.

5.5.3 Junior high school education 
- 100% of pupil graduate from primary school shall be enrolled into the sixth class.
- 95% of the youth from 15-18 years old shall have the certificate of the secondary school.

- 90 - 95% of the graduate from the secondary school shall go to the high school or high school continuation class or secondary vocational school.

- The percentage of the national standard school shall be 100% by 2015. 

5.5.4 Senior high school education
- Each commune, each ward has a community-learning center. Consolidate and develop the community learning centers according to the Resolution No. 15/NQ-TƯ dated November 16, 2003 of the Provincial Party Committee.

- From the period 2015 upward, 100% of school is required to be at the national standard school.

5.5.6 Training
- Each district has a continuation education-vocation center suitable to the orientation and the socio-economic structure of the district.

- The number of student/10,000 people shall be about 350 by 2015 and 400-450 students by 2020.

5.6 Health and healthcare of the people 
- Consolidate and upgrade 100% of the district hospital by 2015; ensure the condition for these hospitals to take on their function and obligation of the grade III hospital; implement 100% of the total list of technical implementation of the district hospital as decentralized by the Ministry of Health by 2015 and the following years. Consolidate and upgrade the area polyclinics to be able to undertake over 90% of the list of the technical practice of the polyclinics as decentralized by the Ministry of Health. Raise the grade of all the hospitals of the province to be at the national standard hospital according to the criteria of the Ministry of Health.

- Consolidate and upgrade the hospital at the provincial level in order to undertake the responsibility of the leading technical and specialized health unit of the province.

+ The first line hospital: 100% of the district hospital shall be at the grade 3 hospital by 2015 and the following years.

+ The second line hospital: 4 provincial hospital shall be at the first grade by 2015 and 6 provincial hospital shall be at the first grade by 2020.

5.7. Culture-sport
* Culture

- By 2020, about 95% of the family shall be at the cultural family standard, 95% of villages (street group) shall be at the cultural village standard and 100% of village, hamlet shall have community cultural house.

- By 2020, strive for 100% of the district and town has FM broadcast and 100% of commune has radio broadcast.

- Stabilize the library system and develop highly at the provincial library; 100% of district, town and commune has the library.

- Continue to invest in embellishment of the cultural and historic vestiges according to the national objective program and the province; 100% of the commune has its traditional house; complete 4 key provincial vestiges: Tay Thien Pagoda, Thinh Temple, Ha Pagoda and Dong Dau archaeological site.

* Sport

During the planning period, complete the physical base for the sport branch at the provincial level such as swimming pool and stadium. Invest in up-gradation of equipments to meet the higher and higher demand of the quality by 2020.

From 2010 upwards, complete the physical base for gum-sport branch at the provincial level such as swimming pool and stadium. Ensure 100% of district, town, commune and ward have planning for gym and sport works. Ensure 100% of district has stadium, drill house and contest house to serve in the demand of practice of gym and sport in the province.

II. MEASURE OF LAND USE PLANNING

1. Summarization and forecast of land use requirement during the planning period
To 2020, total land area of the province is 123,650.05ha. It is not changed as compared with 2010. The measures to use the land as follows:

1.1 Land for agriculture
To 2020, land for agriculture is 74,349.80ha, reduced by 12,032.46ha compared with 2010. The agricultural land reduced because the land is changed to implement the projects on construction of housing and new urban zones. IPs or ICs and for infrastructure development. Details are: 2,244 ha changed to residential land, 2,339.80 changed to industrial land and 5,639.24 ha is for the public works.

Some types of land may increase or reduce as below:

- Rice cultivation land remains   30,695.30 ha, reduced by 3,928.83 ha as compared with 2010.

- Prennial plantation land is 6,332.31 ha, reduced by 2,230.63 ha as compared with 2010.

- Protective forest land is 6,936.75 ha, increased by 2,974.47 ha as compared with 2010.

- Specialized forest land is 15,356.86 ha, increased by 230.99 ha as compared with 2010. The area increased because using the unused land for plantation.
- Production forest land is 6,719.54 ha, reduced by 6,766.83 ha as compared with 2010. It reduced because of changing land to the protective forest land and implementation of the projects on transportation, tourism or ecologica housing. 
- Land for aquiculture is 4,344.23 ha, increased by 760.07 ha as compared with 2010. It follows the planning of the agriculture branch, in which mainly using the land from the specialized water surface and unused water surface land.

1.2 Land of non-agriculture
 To year 2020, the non-agriculture land shall be 48,826.97ha, increased by 13,718.38ha as compared with 2010. The types of land are defined as below:

- Land for head quarters, offices: to meet the requirements for constructing new head quarters as well as to rehabilitating, up-grading and expanding some headquarters of the districts and communes of the districts in the province. To year 2020, the land area shall be 342.94ha, increased by 85.54ha as compared with 2010.

- Land for the national defense: To 2020, it shall be 2,840.43ha, increased by 1,556.52ha as compared with 2010 to meet the requirements of constructing more the military defending zones, drill ground and other defense works. This criteria mainly made up according to the defense planning and the land shall be allocated by the national land planning.

- Land for security: To 2020, it shall be 587.38ha, increased by 254.45ha as compared with 2010. This land is mainly for constructing the drill ground, the drill centers and the units of the fire preventing and fighting as they are newly set up in the province.

- Land for IPs and ICs: to meet the requirement of industrialization and modernization of he province, land for constructing industrial park (IP) and industrial cluster (IC) shall be 4,318.03ha, increased by 2,866.74ha as compared with 2010. Of which land for IC shall be 614.87ha.

IPs and ICs are planned according to the basic of 20 IPs that approved by the Government and planning for development of ICs, small industrial zones by the Industry and Trade branch. However, according to the instruction of Premier Minister in the Instructive No. 07/CT-TTg dated March 2, 2012 on no allowance to construct IP, IC and economic zone in the rice field with stable productivity, so 6 IPs (Hoi Hop, Chan Hung, Vinh Tuong, South Binh Xuyen, Phuc Yen and Vinh Thinh are deleted from the 20 IPs as said-above. Some IPs are only constructed the first phase and some ICs can be deleted from the list because of occupying much rice land.

- Land for exploiting natural mineral: To 2020, it shall be 115.12ha, increased by 89.80ha as compared with 2010, mainly for exploiting rock quarries and paving stone in Quang Yen and Hai Luu communes.

- Land for vestiges and natural beauty scenery: To 2020,, it shall be 348.34ha, increased by 223.59ha as compared with 2010. This land is mainly used to construct Tay Thien beauty landscape of the Tay Thien Festival complex in Dai Dinh commune, Tam Dao District.    

- Land for dumping ground and waste treatment: To 2020, the land area is 295.21ha, increased by 278.62ha as compared with 2010. This land area shall meet the requirement of the planning for new type rural and especially for two projects on solid waste treatment as specified in the planning of Tam Dao District and Ngoc Thanh Commune of Phuc Yen town.

- Land for religion and belief: To 2020, land for religion and belief of the province shall be 234.82ha, increased by 33.14ha as compared with 2010, concentrated in the spiritual projects in Tam Dao District.

- Land for cemetery and burying ground: To 2020, it shall be 991.17ha, increased by 241.09ha as compared with 2010. Three big projects of cemetery park zone in Tam Dao, Binh Xuyen and ecological cemetery zone in Phuc Yen town were planned.

- Land for infrastructure development: to meet the requirement of development of transportation, irrigation, education and training, cultural and health works...Land for infrastructure development to 2020 shall require 18,826.11ha, increased by 5,806.59ha compared with 2010. The details are:

+ Land for cultural bases: by 2020, it needs 297.33ha, increased by 149.81ha compared with 2010. These criteria shall meet the construction of the cultural bases according to that of new type rural and to the Resolution of Vinh Phuc People's Council on investment in construction of the cultural bases in the province.

+ Land for health base: to 2020, this land shall be 201.81ha, increased by 113.25ha compared with 2010. The land is mainly concentrated to construct the general hospital, Chau Vu hospital in Tam Dao, the provincial maternity and children, the old people's home and children care hospital in Phuc Yen Town. 

+ Land for the education and training: to 2020, it needs 1,664.32ha, increased by 1,055.49ha compared with 2010. Based on the development of education branch, resolution of Vinh Phuc People's Council on investment in construction of the standard school and the policy of the Government on moving the universities, colleges and vocational schools out of Ha Noi, Vinh Phuc province has planned over 300ha for that purpose, expand the local schools and 700ha for zone construction of universities, colleges and vocational schools.

+ Land for gymnastics and sport: The land for that 596.48ha by 2020, increased by 242.95ha compared with 2010. These criteria shall satisfy the construction the sport bases according to the planned new type rural, and the resolution of Vinh Phuc People's Council, especially the land for construction of the sport complex of the province.

+ Land for transportation: to 2020. it needs 11,162.00ha, increased by 3,892.02ha compared with 2010 to meet the completion of the transportation infrastructure and rural transportation according in the planning of new type rural, transportation in the urban and the IPs...Some projects used much land such as Vinalines road axis, road by the Tam Dao range foot, the parallel roads with  the railway and ICD.

+ Land for irrigation works: At present, the existing irrigation system of the province supply sufficiently water to the agricultural cultivation. In the planning period, it is necessary to repair the degraded works and construct more irrigation works to satisfy the irrigation and drainage of water to the agricultural cultivation, especially in the rainy season. To 2020, the irrigation land of the province is 4,595.50ha, increased by 122.90ha compared with 2010.

+ Land for energy and communication works: to construct more the transformers and other energy works, wave booster station of the post office and telecom station...and the socio-economic development of the province, to 2020 this land needs 104.59ha, increased by 73.76ha compared with 2010.

+ Land for market: To 2020, the market system of the province shall be intensified and concentrated and intermingled in the program to construct the center of commune group, construct the rural market to meet the demand of goods exchange of the provincial people. By 2020, the land for market shall be 204.08, increased by 156.41ha compared with 2010.

+ Land for residence in urban: By 2020, as the fast urbanization, infrastructure development, new urban constructed more and the population growth increased...to satisfy these, this land shall be 3,198.96ha, increased by 1,529.99ha compared with 2010.

- The remaining non-agriculture land:

+ Residential land in the rural: In order to meet the increased population growth in the rural by 2020, it is needful to increase a portion of land area for residence of the province. To 2020, this land shall be 7,190.96ha, increased by 633.74ha compared with 2010. 

+ Land for production and business enterprises: To meet the demand of development of goods exchange of the provincial people and the outsiders, it needs the land area of 3,514.48ha by 2020, increased by 1,552.92ha compared with 2010.

+ Land for material production: To 2020, it shall be 987.63ha, increased by 509.0ha compared with 2010. This mainly uses the short-term land use (3- 5 years) for exploiting sand along the riverbanks and backfilling after the exploitation finished. After the exploitation, the land shall be used as the same purpose as before.

+ Land of rivers, streams and specialized use water surface: to 2020, it shall be 5,004.52ha, reduced by 1,944.16ha compared with 2010. The land area reduced to serve in the purpose of socio-economic development such as aquiculture, irrigation or transportation...

+ Other non-agricultural land: To 2020, it is 30.44ha the same as it in 2010.

1.3 Unused land

To 2020, this land remains 473.28ha, reduced by 1,685.92ha compared with 2010. This land reduced because of exploiting it to the purpose of agricultural production and non-agricultural land in the province.

2. Possibility of quantity and quality of land for the land use demand
2.1 Possibility of the agricultural land

Although 13,686.72ha changed into non-agricultural land but the agricultural land in the planning remains large enough, 74,349.80ha or 60.13% of the total natural land, in which the land for rice cultivation is 30,695,30ha; average agricultural land per capita is 0.03ha/head by 2020. This average land is enough to ensure the rice production for keeping safety food of the province.

2.2 Possibility of the non-agricultural land 
In order to complete the social infrastructure and technical infrastructure for socip-economic development in the direction of development of industrialization and modernization, strive for 2020 Vinh Phuc becomes an industrial province. In time to come, this land area shall be increased much more and mainly deducted from the agricultural land and a portion from the unused land, 371.66ha. The non-agricultural land by 2020 shall be 48,826.97ha.

Accordingly, the land potential of Vinh Phuc can satisfy the demand of quantity and quality for the purposes in the planning period to year 2020.

3. Area of land types to allocate to use purposes

3.1 Area of land allocated by the State  

Vinh Phuc was allocated by the Government in the letter No. 23/CP-KTN dated February 23, 2012. Following this, the province defines as below:

3.1.1. Agricultural land
To 2020, the agricultural land area of the province is defined by 74,349.80 ha, 595.80 ha higher than the standard allocated by the State. Details of some land types are:

- Land for rice transplantation: In order to preserve the land area as well as the requireement of food of the province, the land area for rice transplatation of the province is defined to be 30.695,30 ha, 275,30 ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Protective forest land: It is defined by 6,936.75ha, 316.75ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Specialized forest land: It is defined by 15.356,86 ha, 25,54 ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Đất rừng sản xuất: It is defined by 6.719,54 ha, 25,54 ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Đất nuôi trồng thủy sản: It is defined by 4.344,23 ha, 99,23 ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

3.1.2. Đất phi nông nghiệp
To meet the socio-economic development of the country and of Vinh Phuc province, the non-agricultural land area of the province is determined as 48,826.97ha, 545.93ha lower than that of allocation of the Government. Details are:

- Land for national defense: to ensure the tasks of the national defense of the province as well as of the country in general, this land is defined by 2,840.43ha, 6.83 ha higher than that of  the allocation of the Government.

- Land for security: the task of defending of social order and safety is one of very important tasks. This land is defined by 587.38ha, 0.38 ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Land for IPs: It is defined by 4,318.03ha (of which 614.87ha are for ICs), 2,088.97ha lower than that of allocation of the Government. The reason of reducing is: according to thr instruction of Premier Minster in the letter No. 07/CT-TTg dated March 2, 2012 on not allow to develop the economic zone, IP-IC on the rice transplantation with stable yield, so the province does not plan six IPs into the planning because these six IPs occupying the rice land, they are Hoi Hop IP 150ha, Chan Hung IP 131ha, Vinh Tuong 200ha, South Binh Xuyen 304ha, Vinh Thinh 270ha and Phuc Yen IP 144.3ha. Out of these, the province reduces the land area of four IPs, they are: Thai Hoa Lien Son reduced 300ha, Tam Duong 1: 295ha, Tam Duong 2: 550ha and Binh Xuyen IP redued 135ha. The total land for IPs reduced by 2476.30ha as compared with the State allocation but by 2020,land for ICs shall be increased by 387.33ha compared with that of 2010, so actually the land for IP only reduced by 2088.97ha compared with the State allocation. The planning ICs shall be in defferent district and with small area and in accordance with the orientation of socio-economic development and the exploitation of the poptential of each district, this is the reasons to ensure that these ICs  is high feasible.

- Vestiges, natural beauty scenery land: the area is 348.34ha, 1,117.66ha lower than that of the allocation of the Government. It is reduced because the previous planning many types of land such as land for tourism, for service, for infrastructure etc...brought together in a whole but this planning shall include the right type of land as classified by Minstry of Natural Resources and Environment, so it reduced.

- Dumping ground, solid wastes treatment land: the discharge the wastes is very urgent issue not only in Vinh Phuc but also in the country, especially the treatment and dumping wastes from the IPs and urban in the province. To settle this matter, the land area for dumping and treatment of wastes is defined by 165.21ha, 1.79ha lower than that of the allocation of the Government.

- Lanf for infrastructure development: to meet the requirement of sociall and technical infrastructure development, chiefly the transportation, irrigation, culture, health or education etc...the land area is defined by 18,826.11 ha, the same as that of the allocation of the Government. The land area of four types of land for socialization (culture, health, education or sport) exceeded the allocation of the Government. The details are:

+ Land for cultural base: the province defined 297.33 ha, 119.33ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government. It increased because of implementing the resolution of the province and following the criteria of the new rural construction of the cultural spots in the hamlet and the commune.

+ Land for health base: the province defined 201.81 ha, 27.81ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government. It increased because of implementing the resolution of the province and following the criteria of the new rural construction of the health station in the the commune, wards in the province.

+ Land for education-training: the province defined 1,664.32 ha, 264.32ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government. It is higher because of implementing the decision No. 121/QD-TTg of Premier Minster on Approval of the university and college network n the period 2006-2020 and the requirements of some general, junior high school anf primary and pre-schools in the province.

+ Land for Gym and sport base: the province defined 596.48 ha, 51.48ha higher than that of the allocation of the Government. It increased because of implementing  the criteria of the new rural construction of the drill gym and sport in the the commune, wards in the province.

+ Residential land in the urban: the province defined 3,198.96 ha, 119.96ha higher than that of the allocation of 3,079.00ha of the Government. It increased because of  
the expansion and construction more urban, towns or wards in the province as well as correction and expansion of the existing urban.

* Evaluation of the criteria of the Government and the province allocation of land

The criteria of the State land allocation are the legal ground to make the planning of land use of the province. In the planning for land use of Vinh Phuc province, there are some criteria increased or reduced as compared with the State allocation. They are:

- Some criteria of agricultural land use defined by the province are higher than those of the State did. The reason is that during survey and preparing the planning, it is found that some key and urgent works have been completed and included into the statistics, at the same time, put the unused land into land expansion for perennial tree plantation, and annual crop plants and for aquiculture.

- Some criteria of non-agricultural land use defined by the province are lower than those of the State did. The reason is that the survey is based on the actual land use of the locality and branches, it is found that some works are cancelled or put them into the following period of planning, so some types of land reduced such as land for IP or vestige and natural beauty scenery land. Besides some criteria still increased as compared with the State allocation such as land for national defense, security or infrastructure development (including land for education-training, culture, health or gym and sport) and land for residence in urban.

3.2.4 Urabn land
For the time being, Vinh Phuc has one city, one provincial town and 12 district towns with total land area of 12,319.08ha. By 2020, this area shall be 24,143.78ha. The urban zones in the province needs to develop under the characteristic model, including the district urban, provincial urban in the big commercial centers (Decision No. 1883/QD-TTg dated October 26, 2011 by Premier Minister of Government on approval the general planning for cconstruction of Vinh Phuc urban, Vinh Phuc province to 2030 and vision to 2050). The system of Vinh Phuc province to 2020 is planned as follows:

- Vinh Yen City: form the urban structure with its objective of developing Vinh yen City, now it is the 3 grade urban, to become the 1st centeral urban by 2030. During the planning period to 2020, total land area of the administrative boundaries of the communes of the City shall become waards according to the City planning.

- Phuc Yen Town: It is deveoped on the basic of Vinh yen to be a central urban, in the period to 2020, Phuc Yen shall become the 3 grade urban and the planning for administrative boundary of the town communes shall become town wards such as Nam Viem ward (586.11ha); Tien Chau ward (400ha) based on two communes nam Viem and tien Chau under the Phuc Yen Town now.

- Binh Xuyen District: plan two district towns: Quat Luu (497.37ha); Dao Duc (944.61ha) based on two communes Quat Luu and Dao Duc under Binh Xuyen District now.

- Tam Duong District: Plan two district towns such as Dao Tu (762.66ha); Hop Thinh (439.65ha) based on two communes Dao Tu and Hop Thinh under Tam Duong District now.

- Tam Dao District: plan one district town, that is hop Chau (1,012.55ha) based on Hop Chau Commune now under Tam Dao District.

- Lap Thach District: plan one district town: Lien Son (1,029.4ha) based on Lien So Commune now under Lap Thach District.

- Song Lo District: plan one district town: Lang Cong (2,030.4ha) based on Lang Cong Commune now under Song Lo District.

- Yen Lac District: : Plan two district towns such as Tam Hong (930.21ha); Te Lo (403.82ha) based on two communes Tam Hong and Te Lo under Tam Duong District now.

- Vinh Tuong District: : Plan two district towns such as Bo Sao (233.03ha); Thuong Trung (548.82ha) based on two communes Bo Sao and Thuong Trung under Vinh Tuong District now.

3.2.5 Natural preservation land
For the time being, the land aarea for natural preservation of the province is 15,140.87ha, it is unchanged as compared with 2010. This land area is mainly in Tam dao National park. In time to come, it is needful to study and intensify to preserve the existing value. To 2020, this area shall be the same 15,140.87ha.

3.2.6 land for tourism

To 2020, this land area of the province is 1,415.83ha. Within the planning period, besides the construction of infrastructure in the exxisting tourists spots, it is necessary to plan and invest in construction of social and technical infrastructure it the bigger tourist spots in the province as below:

- Lang Ha lake in Tam Dao District with its area of 170.0 ha.

- Xa Huong lake in Tam Đao District, 150 ha.

- Ban Long waterfall in Tam Đao District, 100ha.

- Tam Đao II in Tam Đao District, 180.0 ha.

- Đam Khanh ecological tourist zone in Yen Lac District, 50,00 ha.

- Thac Bay eccological tourist zone in Song Lo District, 115,0 ha. 
These tourit zones are basicaly formed. In the planning, it requires the investment in infrastructure construction to put them into operation. These tourist zones have big land area, mainly are lakes, largoons, waterfall or ecological zones.

VI. SOLUTION FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF LAND USE PLANNING AND PLAN

1. Solution for Administration work 
- Promulgate openly and widely the plan and planning of land use after approved by the competent authority to all people and organizations to know.

- The related State management organizations are required to follow strictly the approved land use plan and planning to maintain the unification and continuation of the land administration. Take planning as basic to plan the land use of the levels and branches. Only solve requirement of land use to the land specified in the approved land use planning.

- Intensify the examination and supervision of implementation of the approved land use plan or planning; determine to handle with cases of violation of the approved land use plan or planning. Check regularly the progress of investment and take back the transferred land of the delayed project.

- Innovation of the mechanism of land administration by sticking to the organization of production or defending or developing forest in the agro-forest companies, forest management units in order to settle promptly the land dispute and increase the efficiency of land use in these units.

- Levels and branches must follow strictly the Law on Land and the State Regulations.

- When there is big change of land use requirement, the approved land use plan or planning should be adjusted or supplemented to suit to the socio-economic development of the province prior to the taking back of land or transferring or leasing land.

- Complete the State organizations in the province; decentralize and assign tasks; give clear function and obligation to each organization, individual, especially the head of each State management organization.

- Intensify the capacity of the State management organization from the grassroots level of the personnel, material base and appliance of new technology in administration.

2. Solution for Mobilization of Investment Capital

a. The State budget source (accumulated source from GDP)
- To ensure this source, it is needful to maintain high growth rate; have ensure to encourage the saving and strengthen to invest in production fields.

- Propose to the Central State issuing accommodating policy to the high revenue as Vinh Phuc for the province to have more capital for development.

b. Capital sources from the enterprises and population
* Enterprises' capital 
- In order to mobilize at max of the capital from enterprises, firstly the province has to implement strongly the Law on Enterprise; to speed up the speed of privatization under the proper methods to create the effective operation of the enterprises, bring about more and more interest to the society.

- Create an equal playground between the domestic and foreign investors as well as the private sector and the State own capital enterprises, demolish the difference on land, credit or import-export policy.
- In order to the enterprises earn higher profit, it is necessary to encourage and provide them more favorable conditions to expand their production, looking for them the markets or partners; expand the credit, bank activities or soft loan with convenient mechanism; provide them good condition for their production effectively and encourage them to follow strictly their obligation toward the payment to the State.
- The local Government needs to finalize the mechanism, legal framework with purpose of quickness, stability, open and equality between the economic sectors . In addition, it is needful to have two support actions, they are support to train businesspersons and skilful workers and support to provide information on market (price, international trade practices) and condition to access the market; provide condition for the enterprises to increase their re-investment capital ratio.
c. Capital from the private enterprises and family households.

- Encourage them to invest in purchasing equipments and machines for their production; systematically to mechanization to reduce the time working in agriculture; expand the professions; develop the production and business, especially the handicraft for export.
- Increase the income is an active solution for the family households to save for investment. Therefore, with the households, the province needs to:
+ Encourage them to make rich legally; promote the comparative advantages of the province (develop tourism and services, goods entrepot, farmsteads etc...); change the cultivated crop and domestic animals in agriculture; change great part of labor and family to work in services and trade fields.

+ Guide the family on the direction and fields of investment; assist the initial capital for the households to develop their production and business; provide them information on market and train them professional competence in production and business.

+ Mobilize at max the capital existed in the people (accumulated assets) via the action of mobilization with the attractive modes as saving deposit with bonus, saving with guarantee by value...to the banks or the people's credit funds; create an attractive, liable and stable environment in production and business.

d. Capital source from investment credit for development

This source depends greatly on the capacity of production development. The long-term credit or credit capital from the national investment support fund only apply to a certain priority objects, chiefly to the State own capital enterprises with effective production and export while these enterprises have to borrow the medium- or long-term and mobilize their own capital, stockholder capital or make joint venture with partners to have capital source for their development investment.

For the projects on construction of infrastructure works as solidification of canals or inside roads of the urban zones...must be balanced and intermingled with the source left by Government to the province (agricultural tax, natural resources tax or tax on land use right...) mobilization capital by labor force value of the people and loan, investment efficiency and capital reimbursement capacity.

e. Foreign investment capital

* FDI source           

- Continue to finalize and issue the preferential policy of the own province in accordance with the frame of Law on Investment.
- Review the list of investment, calling the branches and jobs with high advantages and competitive and meeting the requirements of the province through the attractive incentive policy as the projects on mechanics manufacturing for auto or motorbike, tourist development and amusement; projects on processing vegetables, fruits for export and breeding products.

* ODA and NGO sources  

- Call actively for ODA loan in the fields of construction and up-gradation of infrastructure in the health community development and increasing the living standard of the people in the remote areas, environment and ecology protection. These fields are easily accepted by the international community and NGO organizations.

- At first, priority shall be given to call for investment in the projects on transportation (express way construction bridges over Lo River, construction some reservoirs to serve in stable agriculture, projects on water supply, solid wastes treatment or vocational school...).
3. Solution for mechanism and policy
3.1 Policy on land
- Continue concretizing the Articles in the Law on Land and documents from the Central on land administration and use.
- Intensify more the grant of land use right certificate.

- Issue the policy on rehabilitation and forstering land; exploit the unused land to enlarge the land in agro-forestry land  to increase the land area for agricultural production and ecological and environment prtotection.
3.2 Policy on preservation and development of agricultural land area

- Policy on priority on agriclutural development under the direction of industrialization and modernization.
- Policy on support, satisfactory compensation to reclaim virgin land, increase the number of crops to compensate to the agricultural land lost.

3.3 Policy on saving land use
- Policy on making full use of the space in the planning for construction of industry and urban zones in the concentrated population.

- Policy on comprehensive investment between transportation and irrigation by allocation the population alighment residences to save land.
3.4 Policy on reasonable use of the specialized land
- Policy on special priority land for national defense or security.

- Policy on encouragement of saving land for the cemetery and burying ground works.
- Policy on moving the production and business bases from the population residence to IPs or ICs.

3.5 Policy on preferential

- Tax policy shall be under the direction of giving priortiy to agricultural production, comsumer goods production, porcelain and building material production.
- Create procedure and guarantee condition to attract investment capital from entities or individual domestically and internationally.
- Issue the priority and preferential policyapplied to the difficult areas of infrastructure or science and technology...to increase the people's living standard and make them to have responsibility of preservation and exploitation of land effectively.

- Follow strictly the priority policy applied to the people who deserve credit for revolution and other social policy people.
- Giving priority to the cadres, skilled workers to attract the human resources to the socio-economic development of thr prtovince.

3.6 Policy of creation of capital from the land to re-invest

- The revenue from the land shall be used a portion to rehabilitate, investigate, evaluate and classify the land.

- Determine the land price reasonably to increase the revenue to the budget and ensure the social equality and encourage the production.

- Any lesees have to pay the land rental sufficiently, timely except having proper reason accepted by the authority.

- Review and evaluate the object to be used the land, chiefly the lesees. Continue to manage the land of the land leased by entities or individuals aqvoiding losing the revenue.

- Review the land use transfrered to the non-leased land to have plan of land use,n  not to waste the land.  
4. Solution for science-technology and environment protection

* Solution for science and technology in the province 

Solutions for development of science and technology should be implemented overally, from the increase of the State management efficiency on science and technology, development of technological market, international cooperation to together with the investment capital, human resources to create a group of basical solution for mobilizing and using effectively the resources to implement the planning.

One of the crucical issues to increase the effective production and competition capacity is unceasingly renovate technology. Important attachment must be paid to science and technology, at first concentrate to the important keys, the programs for development and ustilization, introducing the advanced science and technology into the development of the rural.

It is needful to detach a possible portion from the State budget extended to the basic construction for renovation of technology, ensure increasing expeenditure for echnological renovation higher than the increasing speed of the general basic investment. In addition, it is necessary to increase the efficiency of using the investment capital to science and tecchnology. Put aside a portion of invesment capital for intensifying the technological service agencies (measurement or product quality control, etc...). Construct and develop the network of science and technology information system, prepar condition to connect to the State net. Exemtp taxes on the capital dettached to researcch or study for renovation of technology at the enterprises. Exempt and reduce taxes in a limit time to the commissioning project.  

Intensify the appliance and development of hi-tech, especially the informatics technology in every field. Introduce gradually the informatics technology into the management fields, including the management of economy and society. Firstly, it is needful to use a portion of investment capital for providing computer system and training staff using computer in the data management units of the socio-economic information and the nerve centers of the province.

Before the fast development of the industry in the coming period, the actvities of science and technology shoud be implemented under the suitable way to settle the matters of the industry and other economic branches via:

- Organize and control the science and technology activities in the IPs and ICs.

At present, the IP managment authorities by decentrailized or authorized by Government to implement the State management of the activities of science and technology in the IPs. However, the fact is that in the IPs, many science and technology activities related to the transfer of the technology as well as the other issues directly related to the production of the enterprises. 
The administration of science and technology in the IPs should be finalized under the way of implementation of the regulations of the State at the same time to create the environment for the enterprises to access easily to the science and technology market to solve the matters they are facing.

- Study the mechanism to set up the enterprise of science and technology service.

The science and technology service enterprise shall give advices to the enterprises operating in the industry in particular and in the economic activity in general on the issues of technological selection, technological transfer. At the same time, this enterprise is one of the channels to support the enterprises quickly access to the science and technology market.

The enterprise shall provide the scientific and technologicaal information and the technology information in general and the information related to the production and business of the enterprises operating in the province.

Issue the incentive policy to encourage the enterprises applying the new technology into their production to increase their production value and environment protection.

- Socialize the science and tecchnology activities; mobilize the contribution of intellegence or materials to the course of science and tecchnology development.

Socialization of the science and tecchnology activities is a subjective solution; determine the role and assign proper obligation between the State and the community in the course of the science and technology development. Socialize the building a system of the scientific and technological institutions; implement the joint venture of the scientific and technological potential enterprises operating in the same locality to create the coordination, support to each other in science and technology activity. The socialization solution shall create the condition for human resources development, capital sources to implement the science and tecchnology tasks.

- Intensify the investment in construction of infrastructure to serve the science and technology activities, chiefly the research of deployment. Step by step to set up the science and technology institutions at the district level by mergence of the organizations of agricultural expansion encouragement, forestry expansion encouragement or aquiculture expansion encouragement aiming at transferring the advanced technology into the production and the life.

* Solutions for environment, supervision, survey and deal with the issues on environment in the socio-economic development 

- Policy on administration and environment protection of Vinh Phuc is quite important. This task should be intensified under the way of:

(1) Intensify the work of propaganda to the community on the awareness of environment protection.

(2) Invest in implementation of the plans on environment protection, especially the wastewater treatment, solid waste treatment or treatment of the environment affection by the burying grounds,...

(3) Intensify the good knowledge and understand the issues of environment to follow strictly the task of administration, discovery and treatment the environment issues.

(4) Fullfil well the task of supervision and check of the environment.

(5) Prepare the mechanism on administraton of wastes, pollution, right and sufficient calculation of charge and fee on environment protection in the new projects; follow the Law on Environment.

(6) Implement the program of afforestation and water resource protection.

(7) Apply the technology of solid wastes treatment with big capacity or the dumping ground according to the international standard.

(8) Intensify the administraation on environment in the IPs.

(9) Organize the management of environment in the IP according to the de-centralization or aauthorization by the State to the environment in the IP.

- Increase the capacity of the environmental management organizations in the IP.

- Build and issue the mechaanism and regulation on environment protection applied to the activities in the IP. Issue the mechanism on encouragement of enterprises to invest in equiping the modern equipment as well as the equipment for treatment of the environment affection on their production and business.

(10) Based on the planning and plan made by the province, organize and implement the planning for environment in the IP.

(11) Right from the stage of construction of infrastructure of the IP, the system of wastewater treatment must be taken into account. Besides this, it is necessaru to coordinate with the related agencies of the province to make planning for waste treatment via the system of collection and concentrated treatment.

(12) It is necessary for the province to carry out comprehensively and timely the investment in construction of the industrial wastes treatment works; support the Developers of IP the necessary procedures for them to access to the investment capital for environment protection.

(13) Build the system of environment survey in IPs: 

- Prepare the mechaanism of coordination between the State management authority on environment and the management units.

- This is a foreced requirement applied to IPs. Through the environment survey system, the environment quality shall be evaluated timely and accurately as well as the degree of pollution in the IPs.

(14) Build up the mechanism to set up the enterprise of science and technology service to serve the aactivities of the IPs and other socio-economic activities.

This enterprise can provide services on;

- Collection and treatment of solid wastes.

- Environment surrvey.

- Train and educate on environment.

- Information on environment.

- Audit the environment accounts.

This enterprise can be supported by the State at the beginning and afterward it can operate by the envrironmental fee paid by the enterpriese operating in the IPs.

5. Solution for human resources

- At first, attention should be paid to the regular training for the future generations from pre-school education, nursery education to general education and vocation training; connect the training program with human resources developemnt of the province and of the country.

- Issue the priority policy for the leaders and staff, amangers annd consunltants to study at home or abroad by various channels: nomitnate the candidate to learn at the course hosted by the government or ask the State to allocate finance assisted by the international organizations or send to abroad to study...

- Intensify the training of skilled technicians in the fields of industry, services-tourism and agriculture keeping in line with the tendency of scientific and tecchnologic development of the country and the international. Firstly to meet the requirement of labor of the modern branches operating in the region. To implement this requirement, the province should make full use of the potential enterprises owned by the Central and FDI enterpriese located in the province, calling them to support in human resources training.

- Intensify to train the caders to have hgh degree in a certain branches such as informatics and biological technology...ready to satisfy the economic construction in 10 yeras coming.

6. Solution for implementation of the planning

After the land use planning to 2020 approved by Primier Minister, Vinh {Phuc People’s Committee shall assigne to Vinh Phuc Department fo Natural Resources and Environment coordinate with the People’s Committee of the districts, town and agencies to organize:

- Define the boundery and make public the land area for rice cultivation, protective forest, specialized forest, which need to be strictly protected. Regulate to allocate the resources, firstly is the State budget, to ensure the interest between the localities having conddition to develop industry and the localities have big land for rice cultivation; intensify to invest in social and technical infrastructure; construct the preservation and processing bases and consumption of goods in the localities having much lanf for rice cultivation. Issue the suitable policy and measure to reduce the cost of production and increase the income of the rice producers.

- The planning can suceed only when the people and the enterprises respond it, so the propaganda and explanation the planning to the people understanding it is very important. This is one of the measure to implement the democratic regulation of our Party. To do this work, it is necessary to:

+ Introduce the purpose and content of the planning,

+ Department of Natural Resources and Environment has to coordinate with the districts and towns  and the related agencies to put landmak and make publicity to the poeple to know where is the tranpsotation, industry, new urban zones, minaeral exploitation zones, land transfered to the national defense for control, the protective and specialized forest, the tourist zones and the historic vestiges etc...Attention is especially paid to the planning of urban construction or land use because these are sensitive matters.

+ make openly the planning to the people, branches, fields and zone wwhich are given priority to develop.

+ Concretize the contents of the planning in the agenda and working program of the executive committees and grassroots governments.

- The provincial People’s Committee shall assign to Department of Natural Resources and Environment instruct the idtsricts, town to make planning of land use for the district level to 2020 and prepare the land use plan for 5years (2011-2015). Re-planning in detail for the commune according to Law on Land 2003.

- Exploit using land must go side by side with environment protection, attention to solid waste treatment in the minearal exploitation locations, industrial bases, residential areas to ensure that the watses must be treated before discharging to the outside avoiding pollution and destroying the environment. Exploiting land must be go side by side with the increasing the fertilization fo the land, re-create the landscape and the covery over tha land surface after exploiting land...to reduce the bad affect on the land, air, water source environment for suatainable land use.

- Complete the land management system at all levels to support the People’s Committee fulfilling their task of land management according to Law on Land 2003.

- Check at determined time, evaluate, review and adjust or supplement to the planning to be suitable to the obligation in each period. Manage and organize to implement strictly the approved planning; instruct to complete the planning of branch and fields suitably to the land use planning.

- Review and make new development planning for branches and fields and detailed planning.

- Intensify the responsibility of the levels, branches and lcalities in implementation of the planning. At the end of planning period (2015, 2020) shall organize to evaluate the planning implementation of eaach period, supplement or adjust the objectives to be ssuitable to the actual circumstances.
